(1:5)  You alone do we worship, and You alone do we turn for help  
(1:6)  Direct us on to the Straight Way,  
(1:7)  The way of those whom You have favored, who did not incur Your wrath, who 


are not astray. 
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AlBaqarah 


In the name of God, Most Gracious, Most Merciful 
(2:1)  Alif, Lam, Mim. 
(2:2)  This is the Book of Allah, there is no doubt in it; it is a guidance for the pious, 
(2:3)  For those who believe in the existence of that which is beyond the reach of 


human perception, Who establish Prayer and spend out of what We have 
provided them. 


(2:4)  Who believe in what has been revealed to you and what was revealed before 
you, and have firm faith in the Hereafter. 


(2:5)  Such people are on true guidance from their Lord; such are the truly 
successful.  


(2:6)   As for those who have rejected these truths it is all the same whether or not 
you warn them, for they will never believe. 


(2:7)  Allah has sealed their hearts and their hearing, and a covering has fallen over 
their eyes. They deserve severe chastisement. 


(2:8)  There are some who say: ‘We believe in Allah and in the Last Day’, while in 
fact they do not believe. 


(2:9)  They are trying to deceive Allah and those who believe, but they do not realize 
that in truth they are only deceiving themselves. 


(2:10)  There is a disease in their hearts and Allah has intensified this disease. A 
painful chastisement awaits them for their lying. 


(2:11)  Whenever they are told: ‘Do not spread mischief on earth’, they say: ‘Why! 
We indeed are the ones who set things right. 


(2:12)  They are the mischief-makers, but they do not realize it. 
(2:13)  Whenever they are told: ‘Believe as others believe”, they answer: ‘Shall we 


believe as the fools have believed. Indeed it is they who are the fools, but they 
are not aware of it. 


(2:14)  When they meet the believers, they say: ‘We believe’, but when they meet 
their evil companions, in privacy, they say: ‘Surely we are with you; we were 
merely jesting. 


(2:15)  Allah jests with them,eaving them to wander blindly on in their rebellion. 
(2:16)  These are the ones who have purchased error in exchange for guidance. This 


bargain has brought them no profit and certainly they are not on the right 







way. 
(2:17)  They are like him who kindled a fire, and when it lit up all around him, Allah 


took away the light (of their perception) and left them in utter darkness where 
they can see nothing. 


(2:18)  They are deaf, they are dumb, they are blind; they will never return (to the 
right way). 


(2:19)  Or they are like those who encounter a violent rainstorm from the sky, 
accompanied by pitch-dark clouds, thunder-claps and flashes of lightning: on 
hearing thunder-claps they thrust their fingers into their ears in fear of death. 
Allah encompasses these deniers of the Truth. 


(2:20)  It is as if the lightning would snatch their sight; whenever it gleams a while for 
them they walk a little, and when darkness covers them they halt. If Allah so 
willed, He could indeed take away their hearing and their sight. Surely Allah is 
All-Powerful. 


(2:21)  O mankind, serve your Lord Who has created you as well as those before you; 
do so that you are saved. 


(2:22)  It is He Who has made the earth a resting place for you, and the sky a canopy, 
and sent down water from above with which He brought forth fruits for your 
sustenance. Do not, then, set up rivals to Allah when 


(2:23)  If you are in any doubt whether it is We Who have revealed this Book to Our 
servant, then produce just a Surah like it, and call all your supporters and seek 
in it the support of all others save Allah. Accomplish this if your truthful. 


(2:24)  But if you fail to do this - and you will most certainly fail - then have fear of 
the Fire whose fuel is men and stones and which has been prepared for those 
who deny the Truth. 


(2:25)  (O Prophet!) Announce glad tidings to those who believe in this Book and do 
righteous deeds (in accordance with its teachings), that for them are gardens 
beneath which rivers flow. Their fruits will have such resemblance to those of 
the earth that whenever they will be provided with those fruits they will say: ‘It 
was this which was granted to us on earth before. For them there shall be pure 
spouses, and there they shall abide forever. 


(2:26)  Behold! Allah is not ashamed to propound the parable of a gnat, or even of 
something more lowly. On hearing these parables the believers know that it is 
the truth from their Lord, while those bent on denying the Truth say: ‘What 
does Allah mean by these parables?’ Thus He causes many to go astray just as 
He directs many to the right way. He thereby causes to go astray only the 
transgressors, 







(2:27)  Who break the covenant of Allah after its firm binding, and cut asunder what 
Allah has commanded to be joined, and spread mischief on earth. They are the 
utter losers. 


(2:28)  How can you be ungrateful to Allah Who bestowed life upon you when you 
were lifeless, will later cause you to die and will again bring you Back to life so 
that you will be returned to Him. 


(2:29)  It is He Who created for you all that is on earth and then turned above and 
fashioned it into seven heavens. He knows all things. 


(2:30)  Just think when your Lord said to the angels: ‘Lo! I am about to place a 
vicegerent on earth’, they said: ‘Will You place on it one who will spread 
mischief and shed blood while we celebrate Your glory and extol Your 
holiness?’ He said : ‘Surely I know what you do not know. 


(2:31)  Then Allah taught Adam the names of all things, and presented them to the 
angels and said: ‘If you are right (that the appointment of man as vicegerent 
will cause mischief) then tell Me the names of these things. 


(2:32)  They said: ‘Glory to You! We have no knowledge except what You taught us. 
You, only You, are All-Knowing, All-Wise. 


(2:33)  Then Allah said to Adam: ‘Tell them the names of these things’. And when he 
had told them the names of all thingsAllah said: ‘Did I not say to you that I 
know everything about the heavens and the earth which are beyond your range 
of knowledge and I know all that you disclose and all that you hide? 


(2:34)  And when We ordered the angels: ‘Prostrate yourselves before Adam’, all of 
them fell prostrate, except Iblis. He refused, and gloried in his arrogance and 
became one of the defiers. 


(2:35)  And We said: ‘O Adam, live in the Garden, you and your wife, and eat 
abundantly of whatever you wish but do not approach this tree or else you will 
be counted among the wrong-doers. 


(2:36)  But Satan caused both of them to deflect from obeying Our command by 
tempting them to the tree and brought them out of the state they were in, and 
We said: ‘Get down all of you, henceforth, each of you is an enemy of the other, 
and on earth you shall have your abode and your livelihood for an appointed 
time.’ 


(2:37)  There upon Adam learned from his Lord some words and repented and his 
Lord accepted his repentance for He is Much-Relenting, Most Compassionate.   


(2:38)  We said: ‘Get you down from here, all of you, and guidance shall come to you 
from Me: then, whoever will follow My guidance need have no fear, nor shall 
they grieve. 







(2:39)  But those who refuse to accept this (guidance) and reject Our signs as false are 
destined for the Fire where there shall abide for ever. 


(2:40)  Children of Israel! Recall My favour which I had bestowed on you, and fulfil 
your covenant with Me and I shall fulfil My covenant with you, and fear Me 
alone. 


(2:41)  And believe in the Book which I have revealed and which confirms the 
Scripture you already have, and be not foremost among its deniers. Do not sell 
My signs for a trifling gain, and beware of My wrath.  


(2:42)  Do not confound Truth by overlaying it with falsehood, nor knowingly conceal 
the Truth. 


(2:43)  Establish Prayer and dispense the Purifying Alms (Zakah) and bow in 
worship with those who bow. 


(2:44)  Do you enjoin righteousness on people but forget your own selves even thought 
you recite the Scripture? Have you no sense? 


(2:45)  And resort to patience and Prayer for help. Truly Prayer is burdensome for 
all except the devout 


(2:46)  Who realize that ultimately they will have to meet their Lord and that to ‘Him 
they are destined to return. 


(2:47)  Children of Israel! Recall My favour which I bestowed upon you exalting you 
above all nations. 


(2:48)  Fear the Day when no one shall avail another, when no intercession will be 
accepted, when no one will be ransomed, and no criminal receive any help 


(2:49)  And recall when We rescued you from the slavery of Pharaoh’s people who 
had afflicted you with dreadful suffering, slaying your males and sparing your 
females. That was a tremendous trial for your Lord. 


(2:50)  And recall when We split the sea, providing passage for you,and thus saved 
you and caused Pharao’s people to drown before your very eyes. 


(2:51)  And recall when We summoned Moses for a term of forty nights, and then you 
set up the calf as your god in his absence. You indeed committed a grave 
wrong. 


(2:52)  Yet We pardoned you that you might be grateful. 
(2:53)  And recall (that while you were committing this wrong) We gave Moses the 


Scripture and the Criterion that you are guided to the right way. 
(2:54)  And recall when (on returning with this favour) Moses said to his people: My 


people! You have wronged yourselves by taking the calf for god, so turn in 
repentance to your Creator and kill yourselves. This will be best for you in 







your Creator’s sight. Thereupon He accepted your repentance. Indeed He is 
Much-Relenting, Most Compassionate. 


(2:55)  And recall when you said: ‘O Moses, we will not believe in you until we clearly 
see Allah (speaking to you).’ Thereupon a tremendous thunderbolt struck you 
before your very eyes. 


(2:56)  Then We revived you after your extinction, that you might be grateful. 
(2:57)  And We caused a cloud to comfort you with shade, giving you manna and the 


quails, (saying): ‘Eat of the good things that We have provided you as 
sustenance.’ And by their sinning (your forefathers) did not wrong Us: it is 
they themselves whom they wronged. 


(2:58) And recall when We said: ‘Go into this town and eat abundantly of its food; 
but enter the gate prostrate, saying, “Repentance”.  We will forgive you your 
sins and shall bestow more favour on the doers of good.’ 


(2:59) Then the wrong-doers substituted another saying for that which had been 
given them; and so We sent down a scourge upon the wrong-doers from the 
heavens for their transgression. 


(2:60) And recall when Moses prayed for water for his people and We replied: ‘Strike 
the rock with your staff.’  And there gushed out from it twelve springs and 
each tribe knew its drinking place. (then you were directed): Eat and drink of 
the sustenance provided by Allah, and do not go about acting wickedly on 
earth, spreading mischief.’ 


(2:61) And recall when you said: ‘O Moses, surely we cannot put up with one sort of 
food, so pray to your Lord to bring out for us what the earth produces - its 
herbs and its cucumbers and its corn and its lentils and its garlic and its 
onions.’  Then Moses said: ‘Will you take a meaner thing in exchange of what 
is better?   Go down to some city and there you shall get what you ask for,” 
And ignominy and wretchedness were pitched upon them and they were laden 
with the burden of Allah’s wrath.  This was because they denied the signs of 
Allah and slew the Prophets unrightfully. And all this, because they disobeyed 
and persistently exceeded the limits (of the Law). 


(2:62) Whether they are the ones who believe ( in the Arabian Prophet), or whether 
they are Jews, Christians or Sabians - all who believe in Allah and the Last 
Day, and do righteous deeds - their reward is surely secure with their Lord; 
they need have fear, nor shall they grieve. 


(2:63) And recall when We made a covenant with you and caused the Mount to tower 
above you, (saying): ‘Hold fast to the Book that We have given you, and 
remember the directive and commandments in it, that you be pious.’ 







(2:64) Then you turned away from your covenant, and had it not been for Allah’s 
grace and mercy upon you, you would have long been utter losers. 


(2:65) And you know the case of those of you who broke the Sabbath, how We said to 
them: ‘Become apes, despised and hated. 


(2:66) And thus We made their end a warning for the people of their own time and 
for the succeeding generations, and an admonition to the God-fearing. 


(2:67) And then recall when Moses said to his people: ‘Behold, Allah commands you 
to slaughter a cow.’ They said: ‘Are you jesting with us?’  Moses answered: ‘I 
seek refuge in Allah that I should behave in the manner of the ignorant.’ 


(2:68) They said: ‘Pray to your Lord that He make clear to us what she is like.’  
Moses answered: ‘He says, she is a cow, neither old nor immature, but of an 
age in between the two.  Do, then, what you have been commanded.’ 


(2:69) They said: ‘Pray to your Lord that He make clear to us of what colour she is.’  
Moses answered: ‘He says, she is a yellow cow, with a bright colour which is 
pleasing to those who see!’ 


(2:70) They said: ‘Pray to your Lord that He make clear to us what cow she is.  Cows 
seem much alike to us, and if Allah wills, we shall be guided.’ 


(2:71)  Moses answered: ‘Lo! He says, she is a cow unyoked to plough the earth or to 
water the tillage, one that has been kept secure, with no blemish on her!’  
Thereupon  they cried out: ‘Now you have come forth with the information 
that will direct us aright.’  And they slaughtered her although they scarcely 
seemed to do so. 


(2:72)  And recall when you killed a man and then began to remonstrate and cast the 
blame (of killing) upon one another even though Allah was determined to bring 
to light what you were hiding. 


(2:73)  Then We ordered: ‘Smite the corpse with a part of it.’  Thus does Allah bring 
the dead to life and thus does He show His signs that you might understand. 


(2:74)  Then (even after observing this) your hearts hardened and became like stones, 
or even harder.  For surely there are some stones from which streams burst 
forth and some that split asunder and water issues out, and some that crash 
down for fear of Allah.  Allah is not heedless of the things you do. 


(2:75) Do you hope that these people will believe in the message your are preaching, 
even though a party of them has been wont to listen to the Word of Allah and 
after they had fully grasped it knowingly distorted it. 


(2:76) And when they meet those who believe [in Muhammad] they say: ‘We too 
believe in him.’ But in their intimate meetings they say to one another: ‘How 
foolish!  Why should you intimate to them what Allah has revealed to you, for 







they will use it as argument against you before your Lord? 
(2:77) Are they unaware that Allah knows all that they hide and all that they 


disclose? 
(2:78) Among them are also the unlettered folk who do not know about the Scriptures 


but cherish baseless wishes and merely follow their conjectures. 
(2:79)   Woe, then, to those who write out the Scriptures with their own hands and 


then in order to make a trifling gain claim:  ‘This is from Allah.’  Woe to them 
for what their hands have written and woe to them for what they thus earn. 


(2:80)  And they say: ‘The Fire will certainly not touch us except for a limited 
number of days.  Say (to them):  ‘Have you received a promise from Allah- for 
Allah never breaks His promise - or do you attribute to Allah something about 
which you have no knowledge?’ 


(2:81)  Those who earn evil and are encompassed by their sinfulness are the people of 
the Fire, and  there they will abide; 


(2:82) Those who believe and do righteous deeds are the people of the Garden, and 
there they will abide. 


(2:83) And recall when We made a covenant wit the Children of Israel: ‘You shall 
serve none but Allah and do good to parents, kinsmen, orphans and the needy, 
you shall speak kindly to men, and establish Prayer and give Purifying Alms 
(Zakah). And yet, except for a few of you, you turned back on this covenant, 
and you are still backsliders. 


(2:84)  And recall when We made a covenant with you, that you shall not shed one 
another’s blood, and shall not turn out one another from your homelands; you 
confirmed it, and you yourselves are witnesses to it. 


(2:85) And here your are, killing one another, turning out a party of your own from 
their homelands, aiding one another against them in sin and enmity, and if 
they come to you as captives you ransom them although the very act of 
expelling them was unlawful to you.  Do you believe in a part of the Scripture 
and reject the rest? What else, then, could be the retribution of those among 
you who do this than that they should live in degradation in the present life, 
and that on the Day of Resurrection they should be sent to the severest 
chastisement?  Allah is not heedless of what you do. 


(2:86)  These are the ones who have bought the present life in exchange for the World 
to come.  Their chastisement shall not be lightened, nor shall they be helped. 


(2:87) And We gave Moses the Scripture and caused a train of Messengers to follow 
him and then sent Jesus, the son of Mary, with clear proofs and supported him 
with the spirit of holiness.  But, is it not true that every time a Messenger 







brought to you something that was not to your liking, you acted arrogantly: 
you called some Messengers liars and killed others? 


(2:88) They say: ‘Our hearts are well-protected.  No! The fact is that Allah has cursed 
them because of their denying the Truth.  So, scarcely do they believe. 


(2:89) And now that there has come to them a Book from Allah, how are they treating 
it?  Even though it confirms the Truth already in their possession, and even 
though they had prayed for victory against the unbelievers, and even when that 
Book came to them - and they recognized it - they refused to acknowledge its 
truth.  Allah’s curse be upon the disbelievers. 


(2:90) Evil indeed is what they console themselves with.  They deny the guidance 
revealed by Allah, grudging that He chose to bestow His gracious bounty (of 
revelation and Prophethood) on some of His servants whom he willed.  Thus 
they have brought on themselves wrath after wrath, and a humiliating 
chastisement is in store for such unbelievers. 


(2:91)  When they are told: ‘Believe in what Allah has revealed’, they say: ‘We 
believe only in what was revealed to us (Israel)’. They deny everything else 
even though it be the Truth which confirms the Truth already in their 
possession.  Say (to them): ‘If indeed you are believers, why is it that in the past 
you killed the Prophets of Allah (who were from Israel)?’ 


(2:92)  Moses came to you with clear proofs and yet you were so wont to wrong-doing 
that   as soon as he was gone you took to worshipping the calf. 


(2:93) Recall the covenant We made with you and caused the Mount to tower above 
you stressing: ‘Hold to what We have given you with full strength and give 
heed to it.’  But their forefathers said: ‘We hear, but we disobey’ - for their 
hearts were overflowing with love for the calf because of their unbelief.  Say: 
‘If you are men of faith, then evil are the things that your faith enjoins upon 
you.’ 


(2:94) Say to them: ‘If indeed the Last Abode with Allah is yours, in exclusion of 
other people, then long for death if you indeed speak truly.’ 


(2:95) But they shall never long for it because of what their hands have already 
wrought, and Allah is well aware of the wrongdoers. 


(2:96) You will certainly find them most eager to cling on to life, indeed even more 
eager than those who associate others with Allah in His divinity.  Every one of 
them wishes to live a thousand years although the grant of long life cannot 
remove him from his chastisement.  Allah sees whatever they do. 


(2:97) Say: ‘Whoever is an enemy to Gabriel (should know that) he revealed this 
(Qur’an) to your heart by Allah’s leave: it confirms the Scriptures revealed 







before it, and is a guidance and good tiding to the men of faith. 
(2:98)  (And if this is the cause of their hostility to Gabriel, let them know) Whoever is 


an enemy to Allah, His Angels and His Messengers and to Gabriel and Michael 
will surely find Allah an enemy to such unbelievers. 


(2:99) And We sent down to you clear verses that elucidate the Truth, and which only 
the transgressors deny. 


(2:100) Is it not that every time they made a covenant with Allah a party of them set it 
aside?  The truth is that most of them do not truly believe. 


(2:101) And when there came to them a Messenger from Allah, confirming what they 
already possessed, a party of those who had been given the Scriptures flung the 
Book of Allah behind their backs as if they knew nothing, 


(2:102)  And then followed what the evil ones falsely attributed to the Kingdom of 
Solomon even though Solomon had never disbelieved; it is the evil ones who 
had disbelieved, teaching people magic.  And they followed what had been 
revealed to the two angels in Babylon - Harut and Marut - although these two 
(angels) never taught it to anyone without first declaring: ‘We are merely a 
means of testing people; so, do not disbelieve.’  And yet they learned from them 
what might cause division between a man and his wife.  They could not cause 
harm to anyone except by the leave of Allah, and yet they leaned what harmed 
rather than profited them, knowing well that he who went for it will have no 
share in the World to Come.  Evil indeed is what they sold themselves for - had 
they but known! 


(2:103)  Had they believed and been God-fearing Allah’s reward would have been 
better! Had they but known! 


(2:104)  O you who believe!  Do not say (to the Prophet): ‘Ra’ina, (‘Lend ear to us’) 
but say ‘Unzurna’ (‘Favour us with your attention’) and pay heed to him.  A 
painful chastisement awaits the unbelievers. 


(2:105)  The unbelievers, be they the people of the Book or those who associate others 
with Allah in His divinity, do not wish that any good should be sent down upon 
you from your Lord.  But Allah chooses for His mercy whomsoever He wills, 
and Allah is of Abounding Bounty. 


(2:106)      And for whatever verse We might abrogate or consign to oblivion, We bring 
a better one or the like of it.  Are you not aware that Allah is All-Powerful? 


(2:107)    Are you not aware that the dominion of the heavens and the earth belong to 
Allah, and that none besides Allah is your protector or helper? 


(2:108)      Or would you ask your Messenger in the manner Moses was asked before? 
And whoever exchanges faith for unbelief has surely strayed from the right 







way. 
(2:109)   Out of sheer envy many People of the Book would be glad to turn you back 


into unbelievers after you have become believers even though the Truth has 
become clear to them.  Nevertheless, forgive and be indulgent towards them 
until Allah brings forth His decision.  Indeed Allah is All-powerful. 


(2:110)      Establish Prayer and dispense the Purifying Alms (Zakah).  Whatever good 
deeds you send ahead for your own good, you will find them with Allah.  
Surely Allah sees all that you do. 


(2:111)       And they say: ‘None shall enter the Garden unless he be a Jew” or 
(according to the Christians), “a Christians”. These are their vain desires.  Say: 
‘Bring your proof if you are speaking the truth.’ 


(2:112)      (None has any special claim upon reward from Allah.)  Whoever submits 
himself completely to the obedience of Allah and does good will find his reward 
with his Lord.  No fear shall come upon them, nor shall they grieve. 


(2:113)   The Jews say:  ‘The Christians have no basis for their beliefs’, and the 
Christians say: ‘The Jews have no basis for their beliefs.’  They say so even 
though they read the Scriptures.  The claim of those who have no knowledge 
(of the Scriptures) is similar.  Allah will judge between them on the Day of 
Resurrection concerning their differences. 


(2:114)  And who is more unjust than he who bars Allah’s places of worship, that His 
name be mentioned there, and seeks their destruction?  It does not behove such 
people to enter them, and should they enter, they should enter in fear.  There is 
degradation for them in this world and mighty chastisement in the Next. 


(2:115)  The East and the West belong to Allah. To whichever direction you turn, you 
will be turning to Allah’s.  Allah is All-Embracing, All-knowing. 


(2:116)     They say: ‘Allah has taken to Himself a son.’  Glory to Him.  In truth, His is 
all that is in the heavens and the earth, and to Him are all in obeisance. 


(2:117)  He is the Originator of the heavens and earth; whenever He decrees matter He 
(merely) says, ‘Be’, and it is. 


(2:118)  The ignorant say: Why does Allah not speak to us?  Why does no sign come to 
us? The same was said by people before them.  Their hearts are all alike.  We 
have made the signs clear for people of firm faith. 


(2:119)  (What greater sign can there be than that)  We sent you with the Truth as a 
bearer of good tidings and a warner!  And you will not be answerable about 
the people of the Blazing Flame! 


(2:120)  Never will the Jews be pleased with you (O Prophet), nor the Christians until 
you follow their way.  Say: “Allah’s guidance, that is the true guidance.” 







Should you follow their desires disregarding the knowledge which has come to 
you, you shall have no protector or helper against Allah.  


(2:121)  Those to whom We have given the Scripture, and who recite it as it ought to be 
recited, truly believe in it; and those who disbelieve in it, they are the utter 
losers. 


(2:122)  Children of Israel! Recall My favour which I bestowed upon you and that I 
exalted you above the nations of the world, 


(2:123)  And have fear of the Day when none shall avail another, when ransom shall be 
accepted from no one, when no one’s intercession will profit them, when there 
shall be no help from any quarter. 


(2:124)  Recall when Abraham’s Lord tested him in certain matters and when he 
successfully stood the test He said:  Indeed I am going to appoint you a leader 
of all people.’ When Abraham asked: ‘And is this covenant also for my 
descendants?’ the Lord responded: ‘My covenant does not embrace the wrong-
doers. 


(2:125)  And We mad this House (Ka’bah) a resort for mankind and a place of 
security, commanding people: ‘Take the station of Abraham as a permanent 
place for Prayer’, and enjoined Abraham and Ishmael: ‘Purify My House for 
those who walk around it, and those who bow, and who prostrate themselves 
(in Prayer).’ 


(2:126)   And when Abraham prayed: ‘O my Lord! Make this a place of security and 
provide such of its people who believe in Allah and the Last Day with fruits for 
sustenance’, Allah answered, And I shall still provide him who disbelieves with 
the wherewithal for this short life, and then I shall drive him to the 
chastisement of the Fire; that is an evil end.’ 


(2:127)   Recall when Abraham and Ishmael raised the foundations of the House, 
praying: ‘Our Lord!  Accept this from us; You are All-Hearing, All-Knowing.  


(2:128)   Our Lord!  Make us submissive to You and make out of our descendants a 
community that submits itself to You, and show us the ways of Your worship, 
and turn to us in mercy.  You are Much-Relenting, Most Compassionate. 


(2:129)    Our Lord! Raise up in the midst of our offspring a Messenger from among 
them who shall recite to them Your verses, and instruct them in the Book and 
in Wisdom, and purify their lives.  Verily, You are Mighty, Wise. 


(2:130)   And who, unless he be weak of mind, would be averse to the way of 
Abraham?  For it is We Who chose Abraham for Our mission in this world, 
and surely in the World to Come he shall be reckoned among the righteous. 


(2:131)   Such was Abraham that when his Lord said to him:  ‘Submit’, he said: ‘I 







have submitted to the Lord of the Universe.’ 
(2:132)   And Abraham enjoined the same upon his children, and so did Jacob: ‘My 


children! Behold, Allah has chosen this religion for you.  Remain till death in 
submission (to Allah).’ 


(2:133)   Why, were you witnesses when death came to Jacob?  He asked his children: 
‘Whom will you serve after me?’ They said: ‘We shall serve your God, the God 
of your forefathers, Abraham, Ishmael and Isaac, the One God, and unto Him 
do we submit. 


(2:134)   Now, they were a people who passed away.  Theirs is what they have earned, 
and yours is what you have earned.  You shall not be asked concerning what 
they did. 


(2:135)   And they say: ‘Be Jews’ or ‘Be Christians’.  ‘Then you will be rightly guided.’  
Say to them: ‘No, follow exclusively the way of Abraham who was not one of 
those who associate others with Allah in His divinity.’ 


(2:136)     Say: ‘We believe in Allah, and in what has been revealed to us and to 
Abraham, Ishmael, Isaac, Jacob and in what was given to Moses and Jesus and 
in what the other Prophets received from their Lord. We make no distinction 
between any of them, and we are those who submit to Allah. 


(2:137)    And then if they come to believe as you believe, they are on right guidance; 
and if they turn away, then quite obviously they have merely fallen into 
opposition to the Truth.  Allah will suffice you for protection against them.  He 
is All-Hearing, All-Knowing. 


(2:138)   Say:  ‘Take on Allah’s colour, And whose colour is better than Allah’s?   It is 
Him that we serve. 


(2:139)    Say (O Prophet): ‘Will you then dispute with us concerning Allah when He is 
our Lord and your Lord?  Our deeds are for us and your deeds are for you.  
And it is Him that we serve exclusively.’ 


(2:140)   Or do you claim that Abraham and Ishmael, Isaac and Jacob and the 
descendants (of Jacob) were ‘Jews” or ‘Christians”? Say: ‘Do you have greater 
knowledge, or Allah?’  Who does more wrong than he who conceals a 
testimony he has received from Allah?  Allah is not heedless of the things you 
do. 


(2:141)   Now, they were a people who passed away.  Theirs is what they earned, and 
yours is what you earn; you shall not be questioned concerning what they did. 


(2:142)  The weak-minded will say: ‘What has turned them away from the direction 
they formerly observed in Prayer?’ Say: ‘To Allah belong the East and the 
West; He guides whomsoever He wills onto a straight way.’ 







(2:143)  And it is thus that We appointed you to be the community of the middle way, 
so that you might be witnesses before all mankind and the Messenger might be 
a witness before you. We appointed the direction which you formerly observed 
so that We might know who follows the Messenger from him who turns on his 
heels. For indeed it was a burdensome thing except for those whom Allah 
guided. And Allah will never leave your faith to waste. Allah is full of 
gentleness and mercy to mankind. 


(2:144)  We see you of turning your face to the heaven; now We are turning you to the 
direction that will satisfy you. Turn your face towards the Holy Mosque, and 
wherever you are, turn your faces towards it in Prayer. Those who have been 
granted the Book certainly know that this (injunction to change the direction 
of Prayer) is right and is from their Lord. Allah is not heedless of what they do. 


(2:145)  And yet no matter what proofs you bring before the People of the Book they 
will not follow your direction of Prayer; nor will you follow their direction of 
Prayer. None is prepared to follow the other’s direction of Prayer. 


(2:146)  Those to whom We have given the Book recognize the place (towards which 
one must turn in Prayer) as well as they recognize their own sons even though 
a group of them knowingly conceals the Truth. 


(2:147)  This is a definite Truth from your Lord; be not, then, among the doubters. 
(2:148)  Everyone has a direction towards which he turns; so excel one another in good 


works. Allah will bring you all together wherever you might be, for nothing is 
beyond His power. 


(2:149)  From wheresoever you might come forth turn your face towards the Holy 
Mosque; for that indeed is the truth from your Lord, and Allah is not heedless 
of what you do. 


(2:150)  From wheresoever you come forth turn your faces towards the Holy Mosque, 
and wheresoever you may be, turn your faces towards it in Prayer so that none 
may have an argument against you, unless they be those immersed in wrong-
doing. Do not fear them, but fear only Me so that I may complete My favour 
upon you; perhaps you will be guided to the right way. 


(2:151)  just as when We sent sa Messenger among you, of yourselves, who recites to 
you Our signspurifies your lives, instructs you in the Book and in Wisdom, and 
instructs you on what you knew not. 


(2:152) So remember Me and I shall remember you; give thanks to Me and do not be 
ungrateful to Me for My favours. 


(2:153) Believers! Seek help in patience and in Prayer; Allah is with the patient ones. 
(2:154)  And do not say of those who are killed in the way of Allah that they are dead; 







they are alive even though you have no knowledge of their life. 
(2:155)  We shall certainly test you by afflicting fear, hunger, loss of properties and 


lives and fruits upon you. Give glad tidings, then, to those who remain patient. 
(2:156)  and when an affliction smites them, they say: ‘Verily to Allah do we belong, 


and it is to Him that we are destined to return.’ 
(2:157)  Upon them will be the blessing and mercy of their Lord, and it is they who are 


rightly guided. 
(2:158)  Surely, al-Safa and al-Marwah are the symbols of Allah. Hence, whoever 


performers Hajj (full Pilgrimage) to the house of Allah or makes ‘Umrah’ 
(minor Pilgrimage), will find it is no sin for him to ambulate between the two. 
And whoever does a good work voluntarily should know that Allah is 
Appreciative, All-knowing. 


(2:159)  Those who conceal anything of the clear teachings and true guidance which 
We 


(2:160)  But those who repent and make amends and openly declare (what they had 
concealed), such shall I pardon for a I am Much-Relenting, Most 
Compassionate. 


(2:161) As for those who disbelieved and died disbelieving, surely the curse of Allah 
and of the angels and of all men is on them. 


(2:162)   Thus shall they abide and their chastisement shall not be lightened, nor shall 
they be given respite. 


(2:163) Your God is One God, there is no God but He; the Merciful, the 
Compassionate. 


(2:164)  (To guide) those who use their reason (to this truth) there are many signs in 
the creation of the heaven and the earth, in the constant alternation of night 
and day, in the vessels which speed across the sea carrying the things which are 
of profit to men, in the water which Allah sends down from the heaven thereby 
quickening the earth after its death, in the scattering of every kind of animals 
in the earth, and in the courses of the winds and the clouds pressed into service 
between heaven and earth. 


(2:165)  Yet among men some take others as equals to Allah and love them as Allah 
alone should be loved; but those who (truly) believe, they love Allah more than 
all else. 


(2:166) At that moment those who have been followed will disown their followers, and 
they will see the chastisement, and their resources will be cut as under. 


(2:167)     And the followers will then say: ‘Oh if only we might return again, we would 







disown them as they have disowned us!  Thus Allah will show them their works 
in a manner which will cause them bitter regrets.  Never will they come out of 
the Fire. 


(2:168)   O men! Eat of the lawful and pure things in the earth and follow not in the 
footsteps of Satan.  For surely he is your open enemy. 


(2:169)    He only commands you to evil and indecency and to attribute to Allah the 
things concerning which you have no knowledge. 


(2:170)  And when they are told: ‘Follow what Allah has revealed’, they say: ‘No, we 
shall follow what we found our forefathers practising. What! Even if their 
forefathers lacked understanding, and right guidance? 


(2:171)  Those who have refused to follow the way of Allah resemble cattle; when the 
shepherd calls them they hear nothing except shouting and crying; they are 
deaf, dumb and blind, and so they understand nothing. 


(2:172)  Believers! Eat of the pure things We have provided you for sustenance and 
give thanks to Allah if it is to Him that you serve.  


(2:173)  He has made unlawful to you only carrion and blood and the flesh of swine 
and that over which there has been pronounced the name of someone other 
than Allah; there shall be no sin upon him who is constrained (to eat them) 
even though he neither covets them nor exceeds the indispensable need.  Allah 
is All-Forgiving, All-Compassionate. 


(2:174)  Those who conceal anything of the Book sent down by Allah and sell it away 
for a trifling gain are merely filling their bellies with Fire. Allah will neither 
address them on the Day of Resurrection, nor shall He pronounce them ‘pure’.  
A painful chastisement lies in store for them. 


(2:175)    They are the ones who bought error in exchange for true guidance, and 
chastisement in exchange for forgiveness.  How patient they are in enduring 
the Fire! 


(2:176)  This is so because Allah sent down the Book with the Truth, but those who 
disagreed far away from the Truth. 


(2:177)   Righteousness is not turning your faces toward the east or towards the west; 
true righteousness consists in believing in Allah and the Last Day, the angels, 
the Book and the Prophets, and in giving away one’s property in love Him to 
one’s kinsmen, the orphans, the poor and the wayfarer, and to those who ask 
for help, and in freeing the necks of slaves, and in establishing Prayer and 
dispensing the Purifying Alms (Zakah).  True righteousness is attained by 
those who are faithful to their promise once they have made it and by those 
who remain steadfast in adversity and affliction and at the time of battle 







between Truth and falsehood.  Such are the truthful ones; such are the God-
fearing. 


(2:178)   Believers! Retribution is prescribed for you in cases of killing; if a freeman is 
guilty then the freeman; if a slave is guilty then the slave; if a female is guilty, 
then the female.  But if something of a murderer’s guilt is remitted by his 
brother this should be adhered to in fairness, and payment be made in a goodly 
manner.  This is an alleviation and a mercy from your Lord; and for him who 
transgresses after that there is a painful chastisement. 


(2:179)   Men of understanding, there is life for you in retribution that you may guard 
yourselves against violating the Law. 


(2:180)  It is decreed that when death approaches, those of you who leave behind 
property shall bequeath equitably to parents and kinsmen.  This is an 
obligation on the God-fearing. 


(2:181) Then if anyone alters the will after hearing it, this sin shall be upon them who 
alter.  Surely Allah is All-Hearing, All-Knowing. 


(2:182)  He who suspects that the testator has committed an error or injustice and then 
brings about a settlement among the parties concerned incurs no sin. 


(2:183)   Believers!  Fasting is enjoined upon you, as it was enjoined upon those before 
your, that you become God-fearing. 


(2:184)    Fasting is for a fixed number of days, and if one of you be sick, or if one of 
you be on a journey, you will fast the same number of other days later on.  For 
those who are capable of fasting (but still do not fast) there is a redemption: 
feeding a needy man for each day missed.  Whoever, voluntarily, does more 
good than is required, will find it is better for him; and that you should fast is 
better for you, if you only know. 


(2:185)    During the month of Ramadan the Qur’an was sent down as a guidance to 
the people with clear signs of the true guidance, and as the Criterion (between 
right and wrong). So those of you who live to see that month should fast it, and 
whoever is sick or on a journey should fast the same number of other days 
instead. Allah wants ease and not hardship for you so that you may complete 
the number of days required, magnify Allah for what He has guided you to, 
and give thanks to Him. 


(2:186)  (O Muhammad!) When My servants ask  you about Me tell them I indeed am 
quite  near; I hear and answer the call of the caller  whenever he calls Me.  Let 
them listen to My  call and believe in Me; perhaps they will then  be guided 
aright. 


(2:187)    It has been made lawful to go in to  your wives during the night of the fast.  







They  are your garment, and your are theirs.  Allah  knows you betrayed 
yourselves and He  mercifully relented and pardoned you.  So you may now 
associate intimately with your wives  and benefit from the enjoyment Allah has  
made lawful for you; and eat and drink at  night until you can discern the 
white streak of dawn against the blackness of  the night,  then (give up all that 
and) completed your  fasting until night sets in.  But do not  associate 
intimately with your wives during  the period when you are on retreat in the  
mosques.  These are the bounds set by Allah; do not, then, even draw near 
them.  Thus  does Allah make His signs clear to mankind  that they may stay 
away from evil. 


(2:188)    Do not usurp one another’s possessions by false means, nor proffer your 
possessions  to the authorities so that you may sinfully and knowingly usurp a 
portion of another’s  possessions. 


(2:189)     People question you concerning the  phases of the moon.  Say: ‘They are 
signs to  determine time for the sake of people and for  the Pilgrimage.’  Also 
tell them: “True  righteousness is not that you enter your  houses from the 
back; righteousness lies in  fearing Allah.  So, enter your houses by their  
doors, and fear Allah that you might attain  true success. 


(2:190)     Fight against those who fight against  you in the way of Allah, but do not  
transgress, for Allah does not love  transgressors. 


(2:191)    Kill them whenever you confront them and drive them out from where they 
drove you out. (For thought killing is sinful) wrongful persecution is even 
worse than killing.  Do not fight against them near the Holy Mosque unless 
they fight against you; but if they fight against you kill them, for that is the 
reward of such unbelievers. 


(2:192)     Then if they desist, know well that Allah is Ever-Forgiving, Most 
Compassionate. 


(2:193)     Keep on fighting against them until mischief ends and the way prescribed by 
Allah prevails.  But if they desist, then know that hostility is only against the 
wrong-doers. 


(2:194) The sacred month for the sacred month; sanctities should be respected alike 
(by all concerned).  Thus, if someone has attacked you, attack him just as he 
attacked you and fear Allah and remain conscious  that  Allah is with those 
who guard against violating the bounds set by Him. 


(2:195) Spend in the way of Allah and do not cast yourselves into destruction with your 
own hands; do good, for Allah loves those who do good. 


(2:196) Complete Hajj  and ‘Umrah for Allah.  And if you are prevented from doing 







so, then make the offering which is available to you, and do not shave your 
heads until the offering reaches its appointed place.  If any of you should have 
to shave your head before that because of illness, or injury to the head, then 
you should make redemption by fasting, or almsgiving, or ritual sacrifice.  And 
when you are secure, then he who takes advantage of ‘Umrah before the time 
of Hajj  shall give the offering he can afford; and if he cannot afford the 
offering, shall fast for three days during, shall fast for three days during Hajj 
and for seven days after he returns home; that is, ten days in all.  This privilege 
is for those whose families do not live near the Holy Mosque.  Guard against 
violating these ordinances of Allah and be mindful that Allah is severe in 
chastisement. 


(2:197)     The months of Hajj are well known.   Whoever intends to perform 
Pilgrimage in  these months shall abstain from sensual  indulgence, wicked 
conduct and quarrelling;  and whatever good you do, Allah knows it.   Take 
your provision for the Pilgrimage - but, in truth, the best provision is piety.  
Men of  understanding, beware of disobeying Me. 


(2:198)     It is no offence for you to seek the  bounty of your Lord during Pilgrimage.  
When  you hasten back from ‘Arafat then remember Allah at al-Mash’ar al-
Haram ( i.e. al-Muzdalifah), and remember Him in the manner He has 
directed you, for before this you were  surely in error. 


(2:199)     Then press on even as others press  on and implore Allah’s forgiveness;  
Allah is  Forgiving, Merciful. 


(2:200)     And when you have performed your  rites remember Allah as you remember 
your  fathers; and remember Him even more.  There  are some (among the 
ones that  remember Allah) who say: ‘Our Lord, grant us  what is good in this 
world’, such shall have no  share in the Hereafter. 


(2:201)     And there are others who say: ‘Our  Lord, grant us what is good in this 
world and  what is good in the World to Come, and  protect us from the 
chastisement of the Fire. 


(2:202)     They shall have a portion from what  they earned; Allah is quick in 
reckoning. 


(2:203)    And remember Allah through the appointed days.  It is no sin for him who 
hastens off and returns in two days, and it is no sin for him who delays the 
return provided he has spent the days in piety. Beware of disobeying Allah and 
know well that to Him you all shall be mustered. 


(2:204)   Among men there is a kind whose sayings on the affairs of the world fascinate 
you, he calls Allah again and again to bear testimony to his sincerity; yet he is 







most fierce in enmity. 
(2:205)   Whenever he attains authority, he goes about the earth spreading mischief 


and laying to waste crops and human life, even though Allah (whose testimony 
he invokes) does not love mischief. 


(2:206)   Whenever he is told: ‘Fear Allah’, his vainglory seizes him in his sin.  So Hell 
shall suffice for him - what a wretched resting place! 


(2:207)   On the other hand, among men there is a kind who dedicates his life in 
seeking to please Allah; and Allah is full of kindness to such devoted servants. 


(2:208)   Believers!  Enter wholly into Islam and do not follow in the footstep of Satan 
for he is your open enemy. 


(2:209)   And if you stumble in spite of the clear instructions which have come to you, 
then know well that Allah is All-Mighty, All-Wise. 


(2:210)  Are those people (who are not following the right path in spite of admonition 
and instruction) waiting for Allah to come to them in canopies of clouds with a 
retinue of angels and settle the matter finally?  To Allah shall all matters 
ultimately be referred. 


(2:211)    Ask the Children of Israel how many clear signs We gave them! And when a 
people tamper with Allah’s bounty after it has been bestowed on it - then 
indeed Allah is severe in punishment. 


(2:212)   Worldly life has been made attractive to those who have denied the Truth.  
Such men deride the men of faith, but the pious shall rank higher than them on 
the Day of Resurrection.  As for worldly livelihood, Allah grants it to 
whomsoever He wills without measure. 


(2:213)     In the beginning mankind followed one single way. (Later on this state ended 
and differences arose).  Then Allah sent forth Prophets as heralds of good 
tidings for the righteous and as warners against  the consequences of evil-
doing.  He sent down with them the Book embodying the Truth so that it might 
judge between people in their disputes.   And those who innovated divergent 
ways rather than follow the Truth were none other than those who had 
received the knowledge of the Truth and clear guidance; and they did so to 
commit excesses against each other.  Thus Allah directed, by His leave, those 
who have come to believe (in the Prophets) to the right way in matters on 
which they disagreed.  Allah guides whomsoever He wills onto a straight way. 


(2:214)  Do you suppose that you will enter Paradise untouched by the suffering 
endured by the men of faith who passed away before you?  They were afflicted 
by misery and hardship and were so convulsed that the Messenger and the 
believers with him cried out: ‘When will Allah’s help arrive?  They were 







assured that Allah’s help was close by. 
(2:215)   People ask you what they should spend. Say:’ whatever wealth you spend let 


it be for you parents and kinsmen, the orphans, the needy and the wayfarer; 
Allah is aware of whatever good you do. 


(2:216)  Fighting is ordained upon you and it  is disliked by you; it may well be that 
you dislike a thing even though it is good for you, and it may well be that you 
like a thing even though it is bad for you. Allah knows and you do not know. 


(2:217)  People ask you about fighting in the holy month. Say: ‘Fighting in it is an 
awesome sin, but barring people from the way of Allah, disbelieving entry into 
the Holy Mosque and expelling its inmates from it are more awesome acts in 
the sight of Allah; and persecution is even more heinous than killing. They will 
not cease fighting against you till they turn you from your religion if they can. 
(So remember well) that whoever turns away from his religion and dies in the 
state if  unbelief their work will go to waste in this world and in the Next. Such 
men are destined for the Fire and it is there that they will abide. 


(2:218)  (On the contrary) those who believed, and forsook their hearth and home, and 
strove in the way of Allah, such may rightly hope for the mercy of Allah: for 
Allah is All-Forgiving, All-Merciful. 


(2:219)   They ask you about wine and games of chance. Say: ‘In both these there is 
great  evil; even though there is some benefit for  men, their evil is greater than 
their benefit.  They ask: ‘what should we spend in the way  of Allah?’ Say: 
whatever you can spare.’ In  this way Allah clearly expounds His injunctions to 
you that you may reflect upon them, 


(2:220)  Both in regard to this world and the Next.  They question you concerning 
orphans.  Say: ‘To deal with them in the way which is to their good, that is 
best.  And if you intermix (your expenses and living) with the. (there is no 
harm for) they are your brothers.’  Allah knows the mischievous from the 
righteous, and had Allah willed,  He would indeed have imposed on you 
exacting conditions, but He is All-Powerful as well as All-wise. 


(2:221) Marry not the women who associate other with Allah in His divinity until they 
believe; for a believing slave-girl is better than a (free, respectable) woman who 
associates others with Allah in His divinity, even though she might please you.  
Likewise, do not give your women in marriage to men who associate others 
with Allah in His divinity until they believe; for a believing slave is better than 
(free, respectable) man who associates others with Allah in His divinity, even 
though he might please you.  Such people call you towards the Fire, and Allah 
calls you by His leave, towards Paradise and forgiveness; and He makes His 
injunctions clear to people so that they may take heed. 







(2:222)  They ask you about menstruation.   Say:  ‘It is a state of impurity; so keep 
away from them and do not approach them till they are cleansed.  And when 
they are cleansed, them come to them as Allah has commanded you.  Truly, 
Allah loves those who abstain from evil and keep themselves pure. 


(2:223)  Your wives are your tilth; go, then , into your tilth as you wish but take heed 
of your ultimate future and avoid incurring the wrath of Allah.  Know well 
that one Day you shall face Him.  Announce good tidings to the believers. 


(2:224)   Do not swear by Allah in your oaths if they are intended to hinder you from 
virtue, piety and promoting the good of mankind.  Surely Allah is All-Hearing, 
All-knowing. 


(2:225)  Allah will not take you to task for the oaths you utter in vain, but will certainly 
take you to task for the oaths you utter in earnest.  Allah is All-Forgiving. All-
Forbearing. 


(2:226)  For those who vow abstinence from their wives there is a respite of four 
months. Then, if they go back on their vow they will find that Allah is All-
Forgiving, All-Compassionate. 


(2:227)  And if they resolve on divorce, surely Allah is All-Hearing, All-Knowing. 
(2:228)  Divorced women shall keep themselves in waiting for three menstrual courses 


and it is unlawful for them, if they believe in Allah and the Last Day, to hide 
whatever Allah might have created in their wombs.  Should their husbands 
desire reconciliation during this time they are entitled to take them back into 
wedlock.  In a fair manner women have the same rights against their men as 
men have against them; but men have a degree above the.  Allah is All-
Powerful, All-Wise. 


(2:229)  Divorce can be pronounced twice then, either honourable retention or kindly 
release should follow.  (While dissolving the marriage tie) it is unlawful for you 
to take back anything of what you have given to your wives unless both fear 
that they may not be able to keep within the bounds set by Allah.  Then, if they 
fear that they might not be able to keep within the set by Allah, there is no 
blame upon them for what the wife might give away of their property to 
become released from the marriage tie.  These are the bounds set by Allah; do 
not transgress them.  Those of you who transgress the bounds set by Allah are 
indeed the wrong-doers. 


(2:230)  Then, if he divorces her (for the third time, after pronouncing the divorce 
twice), she shall not be lawful to him unless she first takes another man for a 
husband, and he divorces her. There is no blame upon them if both of them 
return to one another thereafter, provided they think that they will be able to 







keep within the bounds set by Allah.  These are the bounds of Allah which He 
makes clear to a people who have knowledge (of the consequences of violating 
those bounds). 


(2:231)    And so, when you divorce women and they reach the end of their waiting 
term, then either retain them in a fair manner or let them go in a fair manner.  
And do not retain them to their hurt or by way of transgression; whosoever 
will do that will indeed wrong himself.  Do not take the signs of Allah in jest 
and remember Allah’s favour upon you.  He admonishes you to revere the 
Book and the Wisdom that He has sent down upon you.  Fear Allah, and know 
well that Allah has full knowledge of everything. 


(2:232)     When you divorce women and they have completed their waiting term do 
not hinder them from marrying other men if they have agreed to this in a fair 
manner.  That is an admonition to every one of you who believes in Allah and 
the Last Day; that is a cleaner and purer way for you.  For Allah knows 
whereas you do not know. 


(2:233)    If they (i.e. the fathers) wish that the period of suckling for their children be 
completed, mothers may suckle their children for two whole years. (In such a 
case) it is incumbent upon him who has begotten the child to provide them (i.e., 
divorced women) their sustenance and clothing in a fair manner.  But none 
shall be burdened with more than he is able to bear; neither shall a mother 
suffer because of her child nor shall the father be made to suffer because he 
has begotten him.  The same duty towards the suckling mother rests upon the 
heir as upon him (i.e., the father). And if both (the parents) decide, by mutual 
consent and consultation, to wean the child, there is no blame on them; if you 
decide to have other women suckle your children there is no blame upon you, 
provided you hand over its compensation in a fair manner.  Fear Allah and  
know well that Allah sees all that you do. 


(2:234)    The wives of men who have died must observe a waiting period of four 
months and ten days; when they have reached the end of the waiting term, 
there is no blame on you regarding what they may do with themselves in a fair 
manner.  Allah is well aware of what you do. 


(2:235)  There is no blame on you whether you hint at a marriage proposal to such 
women or keep the proposal hidden in your heart.  Allah knows that you will 
think of them in that connection.  But do not make any secret engagement with 
them and speak openly in an honourable manner.  Do not resolve on the 
marriage tie until the ordained term has come to its end, know well that Allah 
knows even what is in your heart.  So, beware of Him and know well that Allah 
is All-Forgiving. All-Forbearing. 







(2:236) There is no blame upon you if you divorce your wives before you have touched 
them or settled a bridal gift upon them.  But even in this case you should make 
some provision for them: the affluent, according to his means; the straitened, 
according to his means - a provision in fair manner. That is a duty upon the 
good-doers. 


(2:237) And if  you divorce them before you touch them or settle a bridal gift upon 
them, then (give them) half of what you have settled unless either the women 
act leniently and forgo their claim or he in whose hand is the marriage tie acts 
leniently (and pays the full amount).  If you act leniently, it is closer to being 
God-fearing. And forget not to act gracefully with one another, for indeed 
Allah sees all that you do. 


(2:238)    Be watchful over the Prayers, and over praying with the utmost excellence, 
and stand before Allah as would utterly obedient servants. 


(2:239)   And even if you are confronting a danger, still perform the Prayer whether on 
foot or riding; when you are secure, then remember Allah in the manner that 
He taught you - the manner which you did not know earlier. 


(2:240)   Those of you who die leaving behind your wives should make testament of one 
year’s provision without expulsion in favour of your wives; and if they 
themselves depart, there shall be no blame upon you for what they may do with 
themselves in an honourable manner.  Allah is All-Mighty, All-Wise. 


(2:241)    Likewise, let there be a fair provision for the divorced women; this is an 
obligation on the God-fearing. 


(2:242)   Thus Allah makes His injunctions clear for you that you may understand. 
(2:243)   (O Messenger!) Have you thought of those who went forth from their homes 


for fear of death even though they were in their thousands?  Allah said to 
them: ‘Die! Then He restored them to life.  Indeed Allah is Bounteous to men- 
but most people do no give thanks in return. 


(2:244)   So fight in the way of Allah and know well that Allah is All-Hearing, All-
knowing. 


(2:245)    Who of you will lend Allah a goodly loan which He will return after 
multiplying it for him manifold?  For Allah has the power both to decrease and 
increase, and to Him you will be returned. 


(2:246)       (O Messenger!) Have you thought of what happened with the elders of the 
Children of Israel after Moses? They asked one of their Prophets: ‘Set up for 
us a king so that we may fight in the way of Allah.  He said: ‘Would you 
possibly refrain from fighting if fighting is ordained for you?  They said: ‘And 
why would we not fight in the way of Allah when we have been torn from our 







homes and our children?’ But when fighting was ordained for them they 
turned back, except a few of them.  Allah is well aware of the wrong-doers. 


(2:247)      And their Prophet said to them: ‘Indeed Allah has sent forth Saul (Talut) as 
your kind.’ They said: ‘By what right  shall  he rule over us when we are more 
worthy than  he  to  dominion,   since  he is  no even  very wealthy?’ He said: 
‘Allah has chosen  him over you and has endowed him abundantly with both 
intellectual and physical capacities. Allah indeed has the power to bestow 
dominion upon whomsoever He will.  Allah is Munificent, All-Knowing.' 


(2:248)   And their Prophet said to them: 'The sign of this dominion is that in his reign 
the Ark, wherein lies inward peace for you, will be brought back to you, and 
the sacred relics left behind by the house of Moses and the house of Aaron - 
borne by angels.  truly in that is sign for you, if indeed you are men of faith.' 


(2:249)    And when Sau (Talut) set out with his forces he said:  'Allah will try you with 
a river, and whoever drinks of it does not belong to me; he who refrains from 
tasting it – unless it be just a palmful – he indeed belongs to me.’   Then all, 
except a few of them, drank their fill at the river.  But as soon as he and the 
believers with him went forth across the river, they said: ‘Today we have no 
strength to face Goliath (Jalut) and his forces.  But those who believed that 
they were bound to meet their Lord said:  ‘How often has a small party 
prevailed against a large party by the leave of Allah.’  Allah is with those who 
remain steadfast. 


(2:250)    And when they went forth against Goliath (Jalut) and his forces they prayed: 
‘Our Lord! Shower us with patience, and set our feet firm, and grant us 
victory over this unbelieving people. 


(2:251)    Thereupon by the leave of Allah they put the unbelievers to flight, and David 
killed Goliath, and Allah granted him dominion and wisdom, and imparted to 
him the knowledge of whatever He willed.   And were it not that Allah repelled 
men with another, the earth would surely be overlaid with mischief.  But Allah 
is bounteous to the people of the world (and thus extirpates mischief). 


(2:252)   These are the signs of Allah which We recite to you in truth, for indeed you 
are one of those entrusted with a message. 


(2:253)  And these Messengers (who have been designated to guide men), We exalted 
some of them above the others. Among them are such as were spoken to by 
Allah Himself, and some He exalted in other respects. And We granted Jesus, 
son of Mary, clear signs and supported him with the spirit of holiness. Had He 
willed, those who had seen these clear signs would not have fought one another 
therefore. But (it was not the will of Allah to prevent people from disagreement 
by compulsion, hence) they differed among themselves whereby some attained 







faith and others denied the Truth. Yet had Allah so willed they would not have 
fought one another. Allah does whatever He wills. 


(2:254)  O you who believe! Spend out of what We have provided you before there 
comes a Day when there will be no buying and selling, and no friendship and 
intercession will be of any use. And they who disbelieve, they, indeed they are 
the wrongdoers. 


(2:255)  Allah, the Ever-Living, the Self-Subsisting by Whom all subsist, there is no 
God but He. Neither slumber seizes Him, nor sleep; to Him belongs all that is 
in the heavens and all that is in the earth. Who is there who might intercede 
with Him save with His leave? He knows what lies before men and what is 
hidden from them, whereas they cannot attain to anything of His knowledge 
save what He wills them to attain. His Dominion overspreads the heavens and 
the earth, and their upholding wearies Him not; He is All-High, All-Glorious. 


(2:256)  There is no compulsion in religion.  The right way now stands clearly 
distinguished from the wrong.  Hence he who rejects the evil ones and believes 
in Allah has indeed taken hold of the firm, unbreakable handle.  And Allah 
(Whom he has held for support) is All-Hearing, All-Knowing. 


(2:257)  Allah is the Guardian of those who believe, and brings them out of every 
darkness into light. And those who disbelieve, their guardians are the evil ones; 
they bring them out of light into all kinds of darkness. These are destined for 
the Fire, and thee they shall abide. 


(2:258)  Did you not consider the case of the person who remonstrated with Abraham 
about who was Abraham’s Lord because Allah had granted him dominion? 
When Abraham said: ‘My Lord is He Who grants life and death’, he replied: ‘I 
grant life and death.’ Abraham said: ‘But surely Allah causes the sun to rise 
from the east; now you cause it to rise from the west.’ Thereupon the denier of 
the Truth was confounded. Allah does not direct the wrong-doers to the right 
way. 


(2:259)  Or consider him who passed by a town that was fallen down upon its turrets, 
and exclaimed: ‘How will Allah restore life to this town that is now dead?’ 
Allah then caused him to remain dead for a hundred years and then raised him 
to life, and asked him: ‘How long did you remain in this state?’ He replied: ‘I 
remained so of a day or a part of a day.’ Allah rejoined, ‘No, you have rather 
stayed thus for a hundred years. But look at your food and your drink; 


(2:260)  And recall when Abraham said: ‘My Lord, show me how You give life to the 
dead,’ Allah said: ‘Why! Do you have no faith?’ Abraham replied: ‘Yes, but 
that my heart be at rest.’ He said: ‘Then take four birds, and tame them to 
yourself, then pure a part of them on every hill, and summon them; they will 







come to you flying. Know well that Allah is All-Mighty, All-Wise.’ 
(2:261)  The example of those who spend their wealth in the way of Allah is like that of 


a grain of corn that sprouts seven ears, and in every ear there are a hundred 
grains. Thus Allah multiplies the action of whomsoever He will. Allah is 
Munificent, All-Knowing. 


(2:262)  Those who spend their wealth in the way of Allah and do not follow up their 
spending by stressing their benevolence and causing hurt, will find their 
reward secure with their Lord.  They have no cause for fear and grief. 


(2:263)  To speak a kind word and to forgive people’s faults is better than charity 
followed by hurt.  Allah is All-Sufficient, All-Forbearing. 


(2:264)  Believers !  Do not nullify your acts of charity by stressing your benevolence 
and causing hurt as does he who spends his wealth only to be seen by men and 
does not believe in Allah and the Last Day.   The example of  his spending is 
that of a rock with a thin coating of earth upon it: when a heavy rain smites it, 
the earth is washed away, leaving the rock bare; such people derive no gain 
from their acts of charity.  Allah does not set the deniers of the Truth on the 
right way. 


(2:265)       The example of those who spend their wealth single- mindedly to please 
Allah is that of a garden on a high ground.  If a heavy rain smites it, it brings 
forth its fruits twofold, and if there is no heavy rain, even a light shower 
suffices it.  Allah sees all that you do. 


(2:266)  Would any of you desire that he should have a garden of palms and vines with 
rivers flowing beneath it – a garden in which he has every manner of fruit – 
and that it should then be struck by a fiery whirlwind and be utterly burnt 
down at a time when old age has overtaken him and his offspring are still too 
small to look after their affairs?  Thus does Allah make His teachings clear to 
you that you may reflect. 


(2:267)  Believers! Spend out of the good thins you have earned and out of what We 
have produced for you from the earth, and choose not for your spending the 
bad things such as you yourselves would not accept or accept only by 
overlooking its defects.  Know well that Allah is Most-Sufficient, Most-
Praiseworthy. 


(2:268)  Satan frightens you with poverty and bids you to commit indecency whereas 
Allah promises you His forgiveness and bounty.  Allah is All-Generous, All-
Knowing. 


(2:269)  He grants Wisdom to those whom He wills; and whoever is granted wisdom 
has indeed been granted much good.  Yet none except men of understanding 







take heed. 
(2:270)      Allah know whatever you spend or whatever you vow (to spend).  The 


wrong-doers have non to succour them. 
(2:271)  If you dispense your charity openly, it is well; but if you conceal it and pay it 


to the needy in secret, it will be even better for you.  This will atone for several 
of your bad deeds.  Allah is well aware of all that you do. 


(2:272)  You are not responsible for setting these people on the right way; Allah sets on 
the right way whomsoever He will.  Whatever wealth you spend in charity is to 
your own benefit for you spend merely to please Allah.  So, whatever you 
spend in charity will be repaid to you in full and you shall not be wronged. 


(2:273)  Those needy ones who are wholly wrapped up in the cause of Allah, and who 
are hindered from moving about the earth in search of their livelihood 
especially deserve help.  He who is unaware of their circumstances supposes 
them to be wealthy because of their dignified bearing, but you will know them 
by their countenance, although they do not go about begging of people wi0th 
importunity.  And whatever wealth you will spend on helping them, Allah will 
know of it. 


(2:274)  Those who spend their wealth by night and by day, both in respect in secret 
and openly, will find that their reward is secure with their Lord and that there 
is no reason for them to entertain any fear or grief. 


(2:275)      As for those who devour interest, they behave as the one whom Satan has 
confounded with his touch. Seized in this state they say: ‘Buying and selling is 
but a kind of interest’, even though Allah has made buying and selling lawful, 
and interest unlawful.  Hence, whosoever receives this admonition from his 
Lord, and then gives up (taking interest), may keep his previous gains, and it 
will be for Allah to judge him.  Whoever reverts to it, they are the people of the 
Fire, and there they shall abide. 


(2:276)  Allah deprives interest of all blessing, whereas He blesses charity with growth.  
And Allah loves none who is ungrateful and persists in sin. 


(2:277)   Truly those who believe and do righteous deeds and establish Prayer and pay 
Purifying Alms (Zakah) – will find that their reward is with their Lord, and 
that they have no reason to entertain fear or grief. 


(2:278)  Believers! Hold Allah in fear and give up all outstanding interest if you do 
truly believe. 


(2:279)  But if you do not do so, then be warned of war from Allah and His Messenger.  
If you repent even now, you have the right of the return of your capital; 
neither will you do wrong nor will you be wronged. 







(2:280)  But if the debtor is in straitened circumstance, let him have respite until the 
time of ease; and whatever you remit by way of charity, it is better for you, if 
only you know. 


(2:281)  And beware of the Day when you shall return to Allah, and every human 
being shall be fully repaid for whatever (good or evil) he has done, and none 
shall be wronged. 


(2:282)    Believers! Whenever you contract a debt from one another for a known term, 
commit it to writing.  Let a scribe write it down between you justly, and the 
scribe may not refuse to write it down according to what Allah has taught him; 
so let him write, and let the debtor dictate; ;and let him fear Allah, his Lord, 
and curtail no part of it.  If the debtor be weak of mind or body, or incapable 
of dictating, let his guardian dictate justly, and call upon two of your men as 
witnesses; if two men are not there, then let there be one man and two women 
as witnesses from among those acceptable to you so that if one of the two 
women should make a mistake, the other might remind her. Let not the 
witnesses refuse when they are summoned (to give evidence).  Do not show 
slackness in writing down the transactions, whether small or large, along with 
the date of its payment.  That is fairest in the sight of Allah; it is the best for 
testimony and is more likely to exclude all doubts.  If it be a matter of buying 
and selling on the spot, it is not blameworthy if you do not write it down; but 
do take witnesses when you settle commercial transactions with one another.  
And the scribe or the witness may be done no harm.  It will be sinful if you do 
so.  Beware of the wrath of Allah.  He teachers you the right way and has full 
knowledge of everything. 


(2:283)    And if you are on a journey and do not find a scribe to write the document 
then resort to taking pledges in hand.  But if any of you trusts another, let him 
who is trusted fulfil the trust, and fear Allah, his Lord. And do not conceal 
what you have witnessed, for whoever conceals it, his heart is sinful.  Allah has 
full knowledge of all that you do. 


(2:284)       All that is in the heavens and the earth belongs to Allah.  Whether you 
disclose whatever is in your hurt or conceal it, Allah will call you to account for 
it, and then will forgive whomever He will, and will chastise whomever He will.  
Allah has power over everything. 


(2:285)     The Messenger believes, and so do the believers, in the guidance sent down 
upon him from his Lord: each one believes in Allah, and in His angels, and in 
His Books, and in His Messengers.  They say: ‘We make no distinction between 
any of His Messengers.  We hear and obey.  Our Lord! Grant us Your 
forgiveness; to You we are destined to return.’ 







(2:286)    Allah does not lay a responsibility on anyone beyond his capacity.  In his 
favour shall be whatever good each one does, and against him whatever evil he 
does. (Believers! Pray thus to your Lord): ‘Our Lord! Take us not to task if we 
forget or commit mistakes.  Our Lord! Lay not on us a burden such as You 
laid on those gone before us.  Our Lord!  Lay not on us burdens which we do 
not have the power to bear.  And overlook our faults, and forgive us, and have 
mercy upon us.  Your are our Guardian; grant us victory, then, against the 
unbelieving folk.’

In the name of God, Most Gracious, Most Merciful 
(3:1)  Alif, Lam, Mim.  
(3:2)  Allah, the Ever-Living, the Self-Subsisting, Who sustains the entire order of 


the universe there is no God but He.  
(3:3)  He has revealed this Book to you, setting forth the truth and confirming the 


earlier Books, and earlier He revealed the Torah and Gospel  
(3:4)  For the guidance of mankind; and He has also revealed the Criterion (to 


distinguish truth from falsehood). A severe chastisement lies in store for 
those who deny the signs of Allah. Allah is All Mighty; He is the Lord of 
Retribution.  


(3:5)  Nothing in the earth and in the heavens is hidden from Allah.  
(3:6)  It is He Who fashions you in the wombs as He wills. There is no God but He; 


the All Mighty, the All Wise.  
(3:7)  It is He Who has revealed the Book to you. Some of its verses are absolutely 


clear and lucid, and these are the core of the Book. Others are ambiguous. 
Those in whose hearts there is perversity, always go about the part which is 
ambiguous, seeking mischief and seeking to arrive at its meaning arbitrarily, 
although none knows their true meaning except Allah. On the contrary, those 
firmly rooted in knowledge say: 'We believe in it; it is all from our Lord 
alone.' No one derives true admonition from anything except the men of 
understanding.  


(3:8)  They pray to Allah: 'Our Lord! Do not let our hearts swerve towards 
crookedness after You have guided us to the right way, and. bestow upon us 
Your mercy. Surely You, only You, are the Munificent Giver!  


(3:9)  Our Lord! You surely will gather mankind together one Day, a Day about 
(the coming of which) there is no doubt. Surely Allah never goes against His 
promise.'  







(3:10)  Those who disbelieve, neither their wealth nor their offspring will avail them 
at all against Allah, and it is they who will be the fuel of the Fire  


(3:11)  (To them shall happen) the like of what happened to the people of Pharaoh, 
and those before them. They rejected Our signs, so Allah seized them for 
their sins. Allah indeed is severe in punishment.  


(3:12)  Tell those who disbelieved: 'You shall soon be overpowered and mustered to 
Hell - and that is an evil resting place!'  


(3:13)  You have already come across an instructive sign in the two hosts that 
encountered each other in battle (at Badr): one host fighting in the way of 
Allah, and the other that of unbelievers. They saw with their own eyes that 
one host was twice the number of the other. But (the result of the battle has 
proved that) Allah succors with His victory whomsoever He wills. In this 
there is surely a lesson for all who have eyes to see.  


(3:14)  Men are naturally tempted by the lure of women, children, treasures of gold 
and silver, horses of mark, cattle and plantations. These are the enjoyments 
in the life of this world; but with Allah lies a goodly abode to return to.  


(3:15)  Say: Shall I tell you of things better than these? For the God-fearing there 
are, with their Lord, gardens beneath which rivers flow; there they will abide 
for ever, will have spouses of stainless purity as companions, and will enjoy 
the good pleasure of Allah.' Allah thoroughly observes His servants.  


(3:16)  These are the ones who pray: Our Lord! We do indeed believe, so forgive us 
our sins and keep us safe from the chastisement of the Fire;  


(3:17)  Men who are steadfast, truthful, obedient, spend (in the way of Allah) and 
implore the forgiveness of Allah before daybreak.  


(3:18)  Allah Himself bears witness that there is no God but He; and likewise do the 
angels and the men possessed of knowledge bear witness in truth and justice 
that there is no God but He, the All-Mighty, the All-Wise.  


(3:19)  The true religion with Allah is Islam. The People of the Book adopted many 
different ways rather than follow the true way of Islam even after the 
knowledge of truth had reached them, and this merely to commit excesses 
against one another. Let him who refuses to follow the ordinances and 







directives of Allah know that Allah is swift in His reckoning.  
(3:20)  And if they remonstrate with you, tell them: 'I have submitted my whole 


being to Allah, and so have those who follow me.' And ask the People of the 
Book as well as those who follow no heavenly Scripture: 'Have you also 
submitted (to Allah)?' If they have submitted to Him, they are indeed on the 
right way but if they deviate from submitting to Allah, then your duty is 
merely to deliver the message. Allah observes the affairs of His servants.  


(3:21)  Give those who refuse to follow the directives of Allah, who slay the 
Prophets unjustly, and who slay those who enjoin justice, give them glad 
tidings of a grievous chastisement.  


(3:22)  These are the people whose works have gone to waste in this world and in 
the World to Come. They have none to help them.  


(3:23)  Have you not noticed those who have been given a portion of the Book? 
Whenever their learned men are summoned to the Book of Allah to judge the 
differences between them, a party of them turns away in aversion.  


(3:24)  This is because they say: 'The fire of Hell shall not touch us except for a 
limited number of days. The false beliefs, which they have forged, have 
deluded them in their faith.  


(3:25)  How, then, will they fare when We shall gather them all together to witness 
the Day about (the coming of) which there is no doubt, and when every 
human being shall be repaid in full for what he has done, and none shall be 
wronged?  


(3:26)  Say: O Allah, Lord of all dominion! You give dominion to whom You will 
and take away dominion from whom You will and You exalt whom You will, 
and abase whom You will. In Your Hand is all good. Surely You are All-
Power Full.  


(3:27)  You cause the night to pass into the day and the day to pass into the night. 
You bring forth the living out of the dead, and You bring the dead out of the 
living, and You give sustenance to whom You will beyond all reckoning.'  


(3:28)  The believers may not take the unbelievers for their allies in preference to 
those who believe. Whoever does this has nothing to do with Allah unless he 







does so in order to protect himself from their wrong doing. Allah warns you 
to beware of Him for it is to Allah that you will return.  


(3:29)  Say: 'Whether you conceal what is in your hearts or disclose it, Allah knows 
it. Allah knows what is in the heavens and in the earth and He has power 
over everything.'  


(3:30)  The Day is approaching when every soul shall find itself confronted with 
whatever good it has done and whatever evil it has wrought. It will then wish 
there is a wide space between it and the Day! Allah warns you to beware of 
Him; He is most tender towards His servants.  


(3:31)  (O Messenger!) Tell people: 'If you indeed love Allah, follow me, and Allah 
will love you and will forgive you your sins. Allah is All-Forgiving, All-
Compassionate.'  


(3:32)  Say: 'Obey Allah and obey the Messenger.' If they turn away from this then 
know that Allah does not love those who refuse to obey Him and His 
Messenger.  


(3:33)  Truly Allah chose Adam and Noah and the descendants of Abraham and of 
'Imran above all mankind.  


(3:34)  (For His messengership) - a people alike and the seed of one another. Allah is 
All-Hearing, All-Knowing.  


(3:35)  (He also heard) when the woman of 'Imran said: 'O Lord! Behold, unto You 
do I vow that the child in my womb is to be devoted to Your exclusive 
service. Accept it, then, from me. Surely You alone are All-Hearing, All-
Knowing.'  


(3:36)  But when she gave birth to a female child, she said: 'O Lord! I have given 
birth to a female' - and Allah knew full well what she had given birth to - 
'and a female is not the same as a male. I have named her Mary and commit 
her and her offspring to You for protection from Satan, the accursed.'  


(3:37)  Thereupon her Lord graciously accepted Mary and vouchsafed to her a 
goodly growth and placed her in the care of Zechariah. Whenever Zechariah 
visited her in the sanctuary, he found her provided with food. He asked her: 
'O Mary, how did this come to you?' She said: 'It is from Allah. Allah 







provides sustenance to whom He wills beyond all reckoning.'  
(3:38)  Then Zechariah prayed to his Lord: 'O Lord! Grant me from Yourself out 


of Your grace the gift of a goodly offspring, for indeed You alone heed all 
Prayers.'  


(3:39)  As he stood praying in the sanctuary, the angels called out to him: 'Allah 
gives you good tidings of John (Yahya), who shall confirm a command of 
Allah, shall be outstanding among men, utterly chaste, and a Prophet from 
among the righteous.'  


(3:40)  Zechariah exclaimed: 'My Lord! How shall I have a son when old age has 
overtaken me and my wife is barren?' He said: Thus shall it be; Allah does 
what He wills.'  


(3:41)  Zechariah said: 'O my Lord! Appoint a sign for me.' The angel said: 'The 
sign for you shall be that you shall not speak to men for three days except by 
gesture. Remember your Lord and extol His glory by night and by day.'  


(3:42)  Then came the time when the angels said: 'O Mary! Behold, Allah has 
chosen you, and made you pure, and exalted you above all the women in the 
world.  


(3:43)  O Mary! Remain devout to your Lord, and prostrate yourself in worship, 
and bow with those who bow (before Him).'  


(3:44)  (O Muhammad!) We reveal to you this account from a realm which lies 
beyond the reach of your perception for you were not with them when they 
drew lots with their pens about who should be Mary's guardian, and you 
were not with them when they disputed about it.  


(3:45)  And when the angels said: 'O Mary! Allah gives you the glad tidings of a 
command from Him: his name shall be Messiah, Jesus, the son of Mary. He 
shall be highly honored in this world and in the Next, and shall be one of 
those near stationed to Allah.  


(3:46)  And he shall speak to men in the cradle and also later when he grows to 
maturity and shall indeed be among the righteous.'  


(3:47)  She said: 'O my Lord! How shall I have a son when no man has ever touched 
me?' The angel answered: Thus shall it be. Allah creates whatever He wills. 







When He decides something, He merely says: "Be" and it is.  
(3:48)  And He will teach him the Book, the Wisdom, the Torah, the Gospel,  
(3:49)  And he will be a Messenger to the Children of Israel.' (And when he came to 


them he said): 'I have come to you with a sign from your Lord. I will make 
for you from clay the likeness of a bird and then I will breathe into it and by 
the leave of Allah it will become a bird. I will also heal the blind and the 
leper, and by the leave of Allah bring the dead to life. I will also inform you 
of what things you eat and what you treasure up in your houses. Surely this 
is a sign for you if you are true believers.  


(3:50)  And I have come to confirm the truth of whatever there still remains of the 
Torah, and to make lawful to you some of the things which had been 
forbidden to you, have come to you with a sign from your Lord; so have fear 
of Allah and obey me.  


(3:51)  Surely, Allah is my Lord and your Lord; so serve Him alone. This is the 
straight way.'  


(3:52)  And when Jesus perceived their leaning towards unbelief, he asked: 'Who 
will be my helpers in the way of Allah?' The disciples said: We are the 
helpers of Allah. We believe in Allah, and be our witness that we have 
submitted ourselves exclusively to Allah.  


(3:53)  Our Lord! We believe in the commandment You have revealed and we obey 
the Messenger; make us, then, one of those who bear witness (to the Truth).  


(3:54)  Then they schemed (against the Messiah), and Allah countered their 
schemes by schemes of His own. Allah is the best of schemers.  


(3:55)  (And it was part of His scheme) when Allah said: 'O Jesus! I will recall you 
and raise you up to Me and will purify you (of the company) of those who 
disbelieve, and will set your followers above the unbelievers till the Day of 
Resurrection. Then to Me you shall return, and I will judge between you 
regarding what you differed.  


(3:56)  As for those who disbelieved, I shall punish them with a terrible 
chastisement in this world and in the Next; and they shall find none to help 
them.  







(3:57)  But those who believe and do righteous deeds, He will reward them in full. 
Allah does not love the unjust.'  


(3:58)  What We recite to you consists of signs and wise admonition.  
(3:59)  Surely, in the sight of Allah, the similitude of the creation of Jesus is as the 


creation of Adam whom He created out of dust, and then said: 'Be', and he 
was.  


(3:60)  This is the truth from your Lord; be not, then, among those who doubt.  
(3:61)  Tell whoever disputes with you on this matter after true knowledge has 


come to you: 'Come! Let us summon our sons and your sons, and our women 
and your women, and ourselves and yourselves, and then let us pray together 
and invoke the curse of Allah on those who lie.'  


(3:62)  This is the true story. There is no God but Allah, and assuredly Allah is All 
Mighty, All Wise.  


(3:63)  And if they turn their backs, truly Allah knows those who cause mischief.  
(3:64)  Say: 'People of the Book! Come to a word common between us and you: that 


we shall serve none but Allah and shall associate none with Him in His 
divinity and that some of us will not take others as lords beside Allah.' And if 
they turn their backs (from accepting this call), tell them: 'Bear witness that 
we are the ones who have submitted ourselves exclusively to Allah.'  


(3:65)  People of the Book! Why do you dispute with us about Abraham even 
though the Torah and the Gospel were not revealed until after the time of 
Abraham? Do you not understand?  


(3:66)  Behold, you are those who have disputed greatly concerning matters which 
you knew; why are you now disputing about matters that you know nothing 
about? Allah knows it whereas you do not know.  


(3:67)  Abraham was neither a Jew nor a Christian; he was a Muslim, wholly 
devoted to God. And he certainly was not amongst those who associate others 
with Allah in His divinity.  


(3:68)  Surely the people who have the best claim to a relationship with Abraham 
are those who followed him in the past, and presently this Prophet and those 
who believe in him; Allah is the guardian of the men of faith.  







(3:69)  A party of the People of the Book would fain lead you astray, whereas in 
truth they lead none astray except themselves, but they do not realize it.  


(3:70)  O People of the Book! Why do you reject the signs of Allah even though you 
yourselves witness them?  


(3:71)  People of the Book! Why do you confound Truth with falsehood, and why do 
you conceal the Truth knowingly?  


(3:72)  A party of the People of the Book said: 'Believe in the morning what has 
been revealed to those who believe, and then deny it in the evening that they 
may thus retract (from their faith).'  


(3:73)  They also say among themselves: 'Do not follow anyone except him who 
follows your faith.' Say: 'Surely true guidance is Allah's. It is His favor that 
anyone should be given the like of what you have been given in the past, and 
that others should have been given firm evidence to proffer against you 
before your Lord.' Say: 'Surely bounty is in the Hand of Allah; He gives it to 
whom He wills. Allah is All-Embracing, All-Knowing.  


(3:74)  He singles out for His mercy whomever He wills, Allah is possessed of 
abounding bounty.'  


(3:75)  And among the People of the Book there are some who would restore you 
even if you were to entrust a treasure of gold, and of them there are some 
whom were you to entrust with one gold piece, will not restore it unless you 
stand over them. That is because they say: 'We will not be taken to task for 
whatever we may do to non-Jews (ummis). Thus they falsely fix a lie upon 
Allah, and do so wittingly.  


(3:76)  But Allah loves only those who fulfill their covenant and fear Allah. Truly 
Allah loves the God-fearing.  


(3:77)  There shall be no share in the Life to Come for those who sell away the 
covenant of Allah and their oaths for a trivial gain. On the Day of 
Resurrection Allah will neither address them, look at them, nor will He 
purify them. A painful chastisement lies ahead of them.  


(3:78)  And there is a party among them who twist their tongues while reciting the 
Book to make you think that it is part of the Book when in fact it is not. They 







say: 'It is from Allah', when in fact it is not from Allah. They falsely fix a lie 
upon Allah, and do so wittingly.  


(3:79)  It does not befit a man that Allah should grant him His Book and sound 
judgment and prophet-hood, and thereafter he should say to men: 'Become 
servants to me apart from Allah.' He would rather say: 'Become dedicated 
men of Allah, in accord with the dictates of the Book you have been teaching 
and studying.'  


(3:80)  He will never enjoin you to take the angels or Prophets for your lords. Will 
he enjoin upon you unbelief when you have submitted yourselves to Allah?  


(3:81)  And recall when Allah took a covenant from the Prophets: 'This is the Book 
and the Wisdom which I have given you. But should a Prophet come to you 
confirming that which is already with you, you shall believe in him and shall 
help him. So saying, Allah asked: 'Do you agree and accept to take up the 
burden of the covenant?' They answered: 'We agree,' He said: 'Then bear 
witness; and I will be with you among the witness.  


(3:82)  Then whosoever shall turn away from this covenant they are the 
transgressors.  


(3:83)  Do they now seek a religion other than prescribed by Allah even though all 
that is in the heavens and the earth is in submission to Him - willing or 
unwillingly - and to Him all shall return?  


(3:84)  Say: 'We believe in Allah and what was revealed to us and what was 
revealed to Abraham and Ishmael and to Issac and Jacob and his 
descendents, and the teachings which Allah gave to Moses and Jesus and to 
other Prophets. We make no distinction between any of them and to Him do 
we submit.  


(3:85)  And whoever seeks a way other than this way a submission (Islam), will find 
that it will not be accepted from him and in the Life to come he will be 
among the losers.  


(3:86)  How can Allah guide people who once believed, after they received clear 
signs and affirmed that the Messenger was a true one, lapsed into disbelief. 
Allah does not guide the wrong doers.  







(3:87)  The recompense for their wrong doing is that the curse of Allah and of the 
angels and of all men shall upon them.  


(3:88)  Thus shall they abide. Neither shall their chastisement be granted nor shall 
they be granted any respite.  


(3:89)  But those who repent and mend their ways shall be excepted for indeed 
Allah is Forgiving, All Compassionate.  


(3:90)  Those who relieved and have hardened in their disbelief after once believing, 
their (pretence to) repentance shall not be accepted. Indeed such men have 
altogether strayed.  


(3:91)  Truly those who disbelieved and died as unbelievers, not even an earth full 
of gold will be accepted from them as ransom. For such people there is 
painful chastisement; and none shall come to their help.  


(3:92)  You shall not attain righteousness until you spend out of what you love (in 
the way of Allah). Allah knows whatever you spend.  


(3:93)  All food (that is lawful in the Law revealed to Muhammad) was lawful to the 
Children of Israel, except what Israel made unlawful to themselves before the 
revelation of the Torah. Tell them: 'Bring the Torah and recite any passage 
of it if you are truthful.'  


(3:94)  Those who falsely fix lies upon Allah despite this are the wrong doers.  
(3:95)  Say: 'Whatever Allah has said is true. Follow, then, the way of Abraham in 


total devotion to Allah. He was not one of those who associate others with 
Allah in His divinity.  


(3:96)  Behold, the first House (of Prayer) established for mankind is the one at 
Bakkah: it is full of blessing and a centre of guidance for the whole world.  


(3:97)  In it there are clear signs and the station of Abraham; whoever enters it 
becomes secure. Pilgrimage to the House is a duty owed to Allah by all who 
can make their way to it. As for those who refuse to follow His command, 
surely Allah does not stand in need of anything.  


(3:98)  Say: 'People of the Book! Why do you reject the signs of Allah when Allah is 
witness to all that you do?'  







(3:99)  Say: 'People of the Book! Why do you hinder one who believes from the way 
of Allah, seeking that he follow a crooked way, even though you yourselves 
are witness to its being the right way?' Allah is not heedless of what you do.  


(3:100)  Believers! Were you to obey a party of those who were given the Book, they 
might cause you to renounce the Truth after you have attained to faith.  


(3:101)  How can you disbelieve when you are the ones to whom the signs of Allah 
are recited and amidst you is His Messenger? Whoever holds fast to Allah 
will certainly be guided to the straight way.  


(3:102)  Believers! Fear Allah as He should be feared, and see that you do not die 
save in the state of submission to Allah.  


(3:103)  Hold fast together to the cable of Allah and be not divided. Remember the 
blessing that Allah bestowed upon you: you were once enemies then He 
brought your hearts together, so that through His blessing you became 
brothers. You stood on the brink of a pit of fire and He delivered you from it. 
Thus Allah makes His signs clear to you that you may be guided to the right 
way.  


(3:104)  And from among you there must be a party who, invite people to all that is 
good and enjoin the doing of all that is right and forbid the doing of all that is 
wrong. It is they who will attain true success.  


(3:105)  Do not be like those who fell into factions and differed among themselves 
after clear signs had come to them. A mighty chastisement awaits them on 
the Day when some faces will turn bright and their faces will turn dark. 
Those whose faces have turned dark will be told: 'Did you fall into unbelief 
after you had been blessed with belief? Taste, then, chastisement for your 
unbelief.' And those whose faces have turned bright, they will be in the 
mercy of Allah, and therein they shall abide. These are the messages of Allah, 
which We recite to you in truth, and Allah desires no wrong to the people of 
the world. To Allah belongs all that is in the heavens and the earth, and to 
Allah are all matters referred for decision.  


(3:106)  On the Day when some faces will turn bright and their faces will turn dark. 
Those whose faces have turned dark will be told: 'Did you fall into unbelief 







after you had been blessed with belief? Taste, then, chastisement for your 
unbelief.  


(3:107)  And those whose faces have turned bright, they will be in the mercy of Allah, 
and therein they shall abide.  


(3:108)  These are the messages of Allah, which We recite to you in truth, and Allah 
desires no wrong to the people of the world.  


(3:109) To Allah belongs all that is in the heavens and the earth, and to Allah are all 
matters referred for decision.  


(3:110)  You are now the best people brought forth for (the guidance and reform of) 
mankind. You enjoin what is right and forbid what is wrong and believe in 
Allah. Had the People of the Book believed it were better for them. Some of 
them are believers but most of them are transgressors.  


(3:111)  They will not be able to harm you except for a little hurt, and if they fight 
against you they will turn their backs (in flight), and then they will not be 
succored.  


(3:112)  Wherever they were, they were covered with ignominy, except when they 
were protected by either a covenant with Allah or a covenant with men. They 
are laden with the burden of Allah's wrath, and humiliation is stuck upon 
them - and all this because they rejected the signs of Allah and slain the 
Prophets without right, and because they disobeyed and transgressed.  


(3:113)  Yet all are not alike: among the People of the Book there are upright people 
who recite the messages of Allah in the watches of the night and prostrate 
themselves in worship.  


(3:114)  They believe in Allah and in the Last Day and enjoin what is right and 
forbid what is wrong, and hasten to excel each other in doing good. These are 
among the righteous.  


(3:115)  Whatever good they do shall not go unappreciated, and Allah fully knows 
those who are pious.  


(3:116)  As for those who denied the Truth, neither their possessions nor their 
children will avail them against Allah. They are the people of the Fire, and 
therein they shall abide.  







(3:117)  The example of what they spend in the life of this world is like that of a wind 
accompanied with frost which smites the harvest of a people who wronged 
themselves, and lays it to waste. It is not Allah who wronged them; rather it 
is they who wrong themselves.  


(3:118)  Believers! Do not take for intimate friends those who are not of your kind. 
They spare no effort to injure you. Indeed they love all that distresses you. 
Their hatred is clearly manifest in what they say, and what their breasts 
conceal is even greater. Now We have made Our messages clear to you, if 
only you can understand (the danger of their intimacy).  


(3:119)  Lo! It is you who love them but they do not love you even though you believe 
in the whole of the (heavenly) Book. When they meet you they say: 'We 
believe', but when they are by themselves they bite their fingers in rage at 
you. Say: 'Perish in your rage.' Allah knows even what lies hidden in their 
breasts.  


(3:120)  If anything good happens to you they are grieved; if any misfortune befalls 
you they rejoice at it. But if you remain steadfast and mindful of Allah their 
designs will not cause you harm. Allah surely encompasses all that they do.  


(3:121)  (O Messenger! Remind the Muslims of the occasion) when you went forth 
from your home at early dawn (to the battlefield of Uhud) and placed the 
believers in battle arrays. Allah is All-Hearing, All-Knowing.  


(3:122)  And recall when two groups from among you were inclined to flag although 
Allah was their protector; it is in Allah that the believers should put their 
trust.  


(3:123)  For sure Allah helped you at Badr when you were utterly weak. Beware, 
then, of Allah; perhaps you will be thankful.  


(3:124)  And recall when you said to the believers: Will it not suffice you that your 
Lord will aid you by sending down three thousand angels?  


(3:125)  If you are steadfast and mindful of God, even though the enemy should 
suddenly fall upon you, your Lord will help you even with five thousand 
marked angels.  


(3:126)  Allah has reminded you of this only as a glad tiding to you and so as to let 







your hearts be at rest. Help can only come from Allah, the All Mighty, the All 
Wise.  


(3:127)  And Allah provided this aid to you in order to cut off a part of those who 
disbelieved and frustrate them so that they retreat in utter disappointment.  


(3:128)  (O Messenger!) It is not for you to decide whether He will accept their 
repentance or chastise them, for they surely are wrongdoers.  


(3:129)  Whatever is in the heavens and the earth belongs to Allah. He forgives 
whom He wills, and chastises whom He wills: Allah is indeed All Forgiving, 
Most Compassionate.  


(3:130)  Believers! Do not swallow interest, doubled and redoubled, and be mindful 
of Allah so that you may attain true success.  


(3:131)  And have fear of the Fire, which awaits those who deny the Truth.  
(3:132)  And obey Allah and the Messenger, that you may be shown mercy. And 


hasten to the forgiveness of your Lord and to a Paradise as vast as the 
heavens and the earth, prepared for the God-fearing who spend in the way of 
Allah both in plenty and hardship, who restrain their anger, and forgive 
others. Allah loves such good-doers."  


(3:133)  And hasten to the forgiveness of your Lord and to a Paradise as vast as the 
heavens and the earth, prepared for the God-fearing.  


(3:134)  Who spend in the way of Allah both in plenty and hardship who restrain 
their anger and forgive others. Allah loves such good doers."  


(3:135)  These are the ones who, when they commit any indecency and wrong against 
themselves, instantly remember Allah and implore forgiveness for their sins - 
for who will forgive sins save Allah? And who do not willfully persist in the 
wrong they did.  


(3:136)  They shall be recompensed by forgiveness from their Lord and by gardens 
beneath which rivers flow; there they shall abide. How good is the reward of 
those who labor!  


(3:137)  Many eras have passed before you. Go about, then, in the land and behold 
the end of those who gave the lie to (the directives and ordinances of Allah).  







(3:138)  This is a plain exposition for men, and a guidance and admonition for the 
God fearing.  


(3:139)  Do not, then, either lose heart or grieve: for you shall surely gain the upper 
hand if you are true men of faith.  


(3:140)  If a wound has befallen you a similar wound has already befallen the people 
who are opposed to you. We make such movements to men in turn so that 
Allah might mark out those who are the true men of faith and select from 
among you those who do really bear witness (to the Truth): for Allah does 
not love the wrong-doers,  


(3:141)  And makes men go through trials in order that He might purge the believers 
and blot out those who deny the Truth.  


(3:142)  Did you think that you would enter Paradise even though Allah has not yet 
seen who among you strove hard in His way and remained steadfast?  


(3:143)  You previously longed for death (in the way of Allah): now you have faced it, 
observing it with your own eyes.  


(3:144)  Muhammad is no more than a Messenger, and Messengers have passed 
away before him. If, then, he were to die or be slain will you turn about on 
your heels? Whoever turns about on his heels can in no way harm Allah. As 
for the grateful ones, Allah will soon reward them.  


(3:145)  It is not given to any soul to die except with the leave of Allah, and at an 
appointed time. And he who desires his reward in this world, We shall grant 
him the reward of this world; and he who desires the reward of the Other 
World, We shall grant him the reward of the Other World. And soon shall 
We reward the ones who are grateful.  


(3:146)  Many were the Prophets on whose side a large number of God-devoted men 
fought: they neither lost heart for all they had to suffer in the way of Allah 
nor did they weaken nor did they abase themselves. Allah loves such 
steadfast ones.  


(3:147)  And all they said was this: 'Our Lord! Forgive us our sins, and our excesses, 
and set our feet firm, and succor us against those who deny the Truth.'  


(3:148)  Thereupon Allah granted them the reward of this world as well as a better 







reward of the World to Come. Allah loves those who do good.  
(3:149)  Believers! If you follow those who deny the Truth, they will drive you back 


on your heels, and you will turn about, losers.  
(3:150)  But Allah is your Protector, and He is the best of helpers.  
(3:151)  We will cast terror into the hearts of those who have denied the Truth since 


they have associated others with Allah in His divinity - something for which 
He has sent down no sanction. The Fire is their abode; how bad the resting 
place of the wrong doers will be!  


(3:152)  Allah surely fulfilled His promise (of succor) when you were slaying them by 
His leave until the moment when you flagged and quarreled among 
yourselves about the matter, and acted against the order of (the Prophet). 
Soon He showed you what you had intensely desired - for some among you 
sought this world and some of you sought the Next. Thereupon, in order to 
put you to a test He turned you away from your foes. Still He pardoned you 
after that for Allah is Bounteous to those who believe.  


(3:153)  Recall when you were fleeing without casting even a side glance at anyone, 
and the Messenger was calling out to you from the rear. Then Allah requited 
you by inflicting grief after grief upon you so as to instruct you neither to 
grieve for the losses you might suffer nor for the afflictions that might befall 
you. Allah knows all that you do.  


(3:154)  Then, after inflicting this grief, He sent down an inner peace upon you a 
sleep which overtook some of you. Those who were concerned merely about 
themselves, entertaining false notions about Allah - the notions of the Age of 
Ignorance - asked: 'Have we any say in the matter?' Tell them: 'Truly, all 
power of decision rests solely with Allah.' Indeed, they conceal in their hearts 
what they would not reveal to you, saying: 'If we had any power of decision, 
we would not have been slain here.' Say: 'Even if you had been in your 
houses, those for whom slaying had been appointed would have gone forth to 
the places where they were to be slain.' And all this happened so that Allah 
might test your secret thoughts and purge your hearts of all impurities. Allah 
knows well what is in the breasts of men.  







(3:155)  Surely those of them who turned their backs on the day when the two armies 
met (at Uhud) did so because Satan made them slip because of some of their 
lapses. But Allah has pardoned them; He is All-Forgiving, All-Forbearing.  


(3:156)  Believers do not behave like those who disbelieved and say to their brothers 
(who meet some mishap) in the course of their journey for fighting: 'Had 
they remained with us, they would not have died nor been slain.' Allah makes 
such thoughts the cause of deep regrets in their hearts. For in truth it is Allah 
alone who grants life and deals death. Allah sees all that you do.  


(3:157)  And were you to be slain or to die in the way of Allah, then surely Allah's 
forgiveness and mercy are better than all the goods they amass.  


(3:158)  And were you to die or be slain, it is to Allah that you will all be mustered.  
(3:159)  It was thanks to Allah's mercy that you were gentle to them. Had you been 


rough, hard-hearted, they would surely have scattered away from you. So 
pardon them, and pray for their forgiveness, and take counsel from them in 
matters of importance. And when you are resolved on a course of action 
place your trust in Allah; surely Allah loves those who put their trust (in 
Him).  


(3:160)  If Allah helps you none shall prevail over you, if He forsakes you then who 
can help you? It is in Allah that the believers should put their trust.  


(3:161)  It is not for a Prophet to defraud; and whoever defrauds shall bring with 
him the fruits of his fraud on the Day of Resurrection, when every human 
being shall be paid in full what he has earned, and shall not be wronged.  


(3:162)  Is he who follows the good pleasure of Allah like him who is laden with 
Allah's wrath and whose abode is Hell? How evil that is for a resting-place!  


(3:163)  They vary greatly in rank in the sight of Allah, and Allah sees what they do.  
(3:164)  Surely Allah conferred a great favor on the believers when He raised from 


among them a Messenger to recite to them His signs, and to purify them, and 
to teach them the Book and Wisdom. For before that they were in manifest 
error.  


(3:165)  And how come when a calamity befell you, you began to ask: 'How has this 
come about?' even though the enemy has suffered at your hands (in the 







Battle of Badr) double what you have suffered! Say: This calamity has been 
brought about by yourselves. Surely Allah is Ail-Powerful.  


(3:166)  What befell you on the day when the two hosts met was by the leave of Allah, 
and in order that He might mark out those who believe  


(3:167)  And those who are hypocrites. And when these hypocrites were asked: 
'Come and fight in the way of Allah', or (at least) defend yourselves, they 
answered: 'If we but knew that there would be fighting, we would certainly 
have followed. They were nearer then to infidelity than to faith. They utter 
from their mouths what is not in their hearts. Allah knows well what they 
conceal.  


(3:168)  These are the ones who stayed away, saying about their brothers: 'Had they 
followed us, they would not have been slain.' Say: 'If you speak the truth 
then avert death when it comes to you.'  


(3:169)  Think not of those slain in the way of Allah as dead. Indeed they are living, 
and with their Lord they have their sustenance,  


(3:170)  Rejoicing in what Allah has bestowed upon them out of His bounty, jubilant 
that neither fear nor grief shall come upon the believers left behind in the 
world who have not yet joined them.  


(3:171)  They rejoice at the favors and bounties of Allah, and at the awareness that 
Allah will not cause the reward of the believers to be lost.  


(3:172)  There were those who responded to the call of Allah and the Messenger after 
injury had smitten them - for all those who do good and fear Allah there is a 
mighty reward.  


(3:173)  When people said to them: 'Behold, a host has gathered around you and you 
should fear them', it only increased their faith and they answered: 'Allah is 
Sufficient for us; and what an excellent Guardian He is!'  


(3:174)  So they returned with a mighty favor and a great bounty from Allah having 
suffered no harm. They followed the good pleasure of Allah, and Allah is the 
Lord of great bounty.  


(3:175)  It was Satan who suggested to you the fear of his allies. Do not fear them; 
fear Me, if you truly believe.  







(3:176)  Let not those who run towards disbelief grieve you; they shall not hurt Allah 
in the least. Allah will not provide for them any share in the Next Life. A 
mighty punishment awaits them.  


(3:177)  Indeed those who have purchased unbelief in exchange for faith shall not 
hurt Allah in the least. Theirs shall be a painful chastisement.  


(3:178)  Do not let the, unbelievers imagine that the respite We give them is good for 
them. We give them respite so that they may grow in wickedness. A 
humiliating chastisement lies in store for them.  


(3:179)  Allah will not let the believers stay in the state they are: He will set the 
wicked apart from the good. Allah is not going to disclose to you what is 
hidden in the realm beyond the reach of perception, but He chooses from 
among His Messengers whom He wills (to intimate such knowledge). Believe, 
then, in Allah and in His Messengers; and if you believe and be come God-
fearing, yours will be a great reward.  


(3:180)  Those who are niggardly about what Allah has granted them out of His 
bounty think that niggardliness is good for them; it is bad for them. What 
they were niggardly about will turn into a halter round their necks on the 
Day of Resurrection. To Allah belongs the inheritance of the heavens and the 
earth; and Allah is well aware of what you do.  


(3:181)  Allah has heard the saying of those who said: 'Allah is poor, and we are rich. 
We shall record what they have said, and the fact of their slaying the 
Prophets unjustly, and we shall say to them: Taste now the torment of the 
Fire.  


(3:182)  That is in recompense for what you have done.' Allah does no wrong to His 
servants.  


(3:183)  To those who say: 'Allah has directed us that we accept none as Messenger 
until he makes an offering that the fire will consume', say: 'Other 
Messengers came to you before me with clear signs, and with the sign you 
have mentioned. So why did you slay them, if what you say is true?  


(3:184)  Now, if they give the lie to you, then other Messengers who came bearing 
clear signs and scriptures and the illuminating Book were also given the lie 







before you.  
(3:185)  Everyone is bound to taste death and you shall receive your full reward on 


the Day of Resurrection. Then, whoever is spared the Fire and is admitted to 
Paradise has indeed been successful. The life of this world is merely an 
illusory enjoyment.  


(3:186)  (Believers!) You will certainly be put to test in respect of your properties and 
lives, and you will certainly hear many hurtful things from those who were 
granted the Book before you and those who have associated others with Allah 
in His divinity. If you remain patient and God-fearing this indeed is a matter 
of great resolution.  


(3:187)  And recall when Allah took a covenant from those who were given the Book: 
'You shall explain it to men and not hide it. Then they cast the Book behind 
their backs, and sold it away for a trivial gain. Evil indeed is their bargain.  


(3:188)  Do not think that those who exult in their misdeeds and love to be praised 
for what indeed they have not done, do not think that they are secure from 
chastisement. A painful chastisement awaits them.  


(3:189)  To Allah belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth; and Allah is 
Ail-Powerful. Indeed been successful. The life of this world is merely an 
illusory enjoyment.  


(3:190)  Surely in the creation of the heavens and the earth, and in the alternation of 
night and day, there are signs for men of understanding.  


(3:191)  Those who remember Allah while standing, sitting or (reclining) on their 
backs, and reflect in the creation of the heavens and the earth, (saying): 'Our 
Lord! You have not created this in vain. Glory to You! Save us, then, from 
the chastisement of the Fire.  


(3:192)  Our Lord! Whomever You cause to enter the Fire, him You indeed bring to 
disgrace, and there will be none to succor the wrong doers.  


(3:193)  Our Lord! Indeed we heard a crier calling to the faith saying: "Believe in 
your Lord"; so we did believe. Our Lord, forgive us our sins, and wipe out 
our evil deeds and make us die with the truly pious.'  


(3:194)  'Our Lord, fulfill what You promised to us through Your Messengers, and 







disgrace us not on the Day of Resurrection; indeed You never go back on 
Your promise.  


(3:195)  Their Lord answered the Prayer thus: "I will not suffer the work of any of 
you, whether male or female, to go to waste; each of you is from the other. 
Those who emigrated and were driven out from their homesteads and were 
persecuted in My cause, and who fought and were slain, indeed I shall wipe 
out their evil deeds from them and shall certainly admit them to the gardens 
beneath which rivers flow." This is their reward with their Lord; and with 
Allah lies the best reward.  


(3:196)  (O Messenger!) Do not let the strutting about of the unbelievers in the land 
deceive you.  


(3:197)  This is but a little enjoyment, then their destination is Hell, what an evil 
resting place!  


(3:198)  But those who fear their Lord: theirs shall be the gardens beneath which 
rivers flow and in which they will live forever, a hospitality from Allah 
Himself, And Allah's reward is best for the truly pious.  


(3:199)  And among the People of the Book some believe in Allah and what has been 
revealed to you, and what has been revealed to them. They humble 
themselves before Allah, and do not sell Allah's revelations for a small price. 
For these men their reward is with their Lord. Allah is swift in His 
reckoning.  


(3:200)  Believers, be steadfast, and vie in steadfastness, stand firm in your faith, and 
hold Allah in fear that you may attain true success.

In the name of God, Most Gracious, Most Merciful 
(4:1)  O men! Fear your Lord Who created you from a single being and out of it 


created its mate; and out of the two spread many men and women. Fear 
Allah in Whose name you plead for rights, and heed the ties of kinship. 
Surely, Allah is ever watchful over you.  


(4:2)  Give orphans their property, and do not exchange the bad for the good, and 
do not eat up their property by mixing it with your own. This surely is a 
mighty sin.  


(4:3)  If you fear that you might not treat the orphans justly, then marry the 
women that seem good to you: two, or three, or four. If you fear that you will 
not be able to treat them justly, then marry (only) one, or marry from among 
those whom your right hands possess. This will make it more likely that you 
will avoid injustice.  


(4:4)  Give women their bridal-due in good cheer (considering it a duty); but if 
they willingly remit any part of it, consume it with good pleasure.  


(4:5)  Do not entrust your properties - which Allah has made a means of support 
for you - to the weak of understanding, but maintain and clothe them out of 
it, and say to them a kind word of admonition.  


(4:6)  Test the orphans until they reach the age of marriage, and then if you find 
them mature of mind hand over to them their property, and do not eat it up 
by either spending extravagantly or in haste, fearing that they would grow 
up (and claim it). If the guardian of the orphan is rich let him abstain 
entirely (from his ward's property); and if he is poor, let him partake of it in 
a fair measure. When you hand over their property to them let there be 
witnesses on their behalf. Allah is sufficient to take account (of your deeds).  


(4:7)  Just as there is a share for men in what their parents and kinsfolk leave 
behind, so there is a share for women in what their parents and kinsfolk 
leave behind - be it little or much - a share ordained (by Allah).  







(4:8)  If other near of kin orphans and needy are pre sent at the time of division of 
inheritance give them some thing of it and speak to them kindly.  


(4:9)  And let them fear, those who, if they would themselves leave behind helpless 
offspring, they would surely have been fearful on their account. Let them, 
then, fear Allah, and make the right statement.  


(4:10)  Behold, those who wrongfully devour the properties of orphans only fill 
their bellies with fire. Soon they will burn in the Blazing Flame.  


(4:11)  Allah thus commands you concerning your children: the share of the male is 
like that of two females. If (the heirs of the deceased are) more than two 
daughters, they shall have two-thirds of the inheritance; and if there is only 
one daughter, then she shall have half the inheritance. If the deceased has 
any offspring, each of his parents shall have a sixth of the inheritance; and if 
the deceased has no child and his parents alone inherit him, then one-third 
shall go to his mother; and if the deceased has brothers and sisters, then one-
sixth shall go to his mother. All these shares are to be given after payment of 
the bequest he might have made or any debts outstanding against him. You 
do not know which of them, your parents or your children, are more 
beneficial to you. But these portions have been determined by Allah, for He 
indeed knows all, is cognizant of all beneficent considerations.  


(4:12)  And to you belongs half of whatever has been left behind by your wives if 
they die childless; but if they have any children then to you belongs a fourth 
of what they have left behind, after payment of the bequest they might have 
made or any debts outstanding against them. And to them belongs a fourth of 
what you leave behind, if you die childless; and if you have any child then to 
them belongs one-eighth of what you have left behind, after the payment of 
the bequest you might have made or any debts outstanding against you. And 
if the man or woman has no heir in the direct line, but has a brother or sister, 
then each of these shall inherit one-sixth; but if they are more than two, then 
they shall inherit one-third of the inheritance, after the payment of the 
bequest that might have been made or any debts outstanding against the 
deceased, providing that the bequest causes no injury. This is a 
commandment from Allah; Allah is All-Knowing, All-Forbearing.  







(4:13)  These are the bounds set by Allah. Allah will make the man who obeys Allah 
and His Messenger enter the Gardens beneath which rivers flow. He will 
abide there forever. That is the mighty triumph.  


(4:14)  And he who disobeys Allah and His Messenger and transgresses the bounds 
set by Him - him shall Allah cause to enter the Fire. There he will abide. A 
humiliating chastisement awaits him.  


(4:15)  As for those of your women, who are guilty of immoral conduct, call upon 
four from amongst you to bear witness against them. And if four men do 
bear witness, confine those women to their houses until either death takes 
them away or Allah opens some way for them.  


(4:16)  Punish both of those among you who are guilty of this sin, then if they repent 
and mend their ways, leave them alone. For Allah is always ready to accept 
repentance. He is All Compassionate.  


(4:17)  (And remember that) Allah's acceptance of repentance is only for those, who 
commit evil out of ignorance and then soon repent. It is towards such persons 
that Allah turns graciously. Allah is All-Knowing, All Wise.  


(4:18)  But of no avail is repentance of those who do evil until death approaches any 
one of them and then he says: 'Now I repent.' Nor is the repentance of those 
who die in the state of unbelief of any avail to them. For them We have kept 
in readiness a painful chastisement.  


(4:19)  Believers! It is not lawful for you to become heirs to women against their 
will. It is not lawful that you should put constraint upon them that you may 
take away anything of what you have given them; (you may not put 
constraint upon them) unless they are guilty of brazenly immoral conduct. 
Live with your wives in a good manner. If you dislike them in any manner, it 
may be that you dislike something in which Allah has placed much good for 
you.  


(4:20)  And if you decide to dispense with a wife in order to take another, do not 
take away anything of what you might have given the first one, even if you 
had given her a heap of gold. Would you take it back by slandering her and 
committing a manifest wrong?  







(4:21)  How can you take it away after each one has enjoyed the other, and they 
have taken a firm covenant from you?  


(4:22)  Do not marry the women whom your fathers married, although what is past 
is past. This indeed was a shameful deed, a hateful thing, and an evil way.  


(4:23)  Forbidden to you are your mothers, your daughters, your sisters, your 
father's sisters and your mother's sisters, your brother's daughters and your 
sister's daughters, your milk-mothers, your milk-sisters, the mothers of your 
wives, and the stepdaughters - who are your foster-children, born of your 
wives with whom you have consummated the marriage; but if you have not 
consummated the marriage with them, there will be no blame upon you (if 
you marry their daughters). It is also forbidden for you to take the wives of 
the sons who have sprung from your loins and to take two sisters together in 
marriage, although what is past is past. Surely Allah is All Forgiving, All 
Compassionate.  


(4:24)  And also forbidden to you are all married women (muhsanat) except those 
women whom your right hands have come to possess (as a result of war). 
This is Allah's decree and it is binding upon you. But it is lawful for you to 
seek out all women except these, offering them your wealth and the 
protection of wedlock rather than using them for the unfettered satisfaction 
of lust. And in exchange of what you enjoy by marrying them pay their 
bridal-due as an obligation. But there is no blame on you if you mutually 
agree to alter the settlement after it has been made. Surely Allah is All 
Knowing, All Wise.  


(4:25)  And those of you, who cannot afford to marry free, believing women 
(muhsanat), then marry such believing women whom your right hands 
possess. Allah knows all about your faith. All of you belong to one another. 
Marry them, then, with the leave of their guardians, and give them their 
bridal-due in a fair manner that they may live in the protection of wedlock 
rather than be either mere objects of unfettered lust or given to secret love 
affairs. Then if they become guilty of immoral conduct after they have 
entered into wedlock, they shall be liable to half the penalty to which free 
women (muhsanat) are liable. This relaxation is for those of you who fear to 







fall into sin by remaining unmarried. But if you persevere, it is better for 
you. Allah is All Forgiving, All Compassionate.  


(4:26)  Allah wants to make all this clear to you, and to guide you to the ways which 
the righteous have followed in the past. He will turn graciously towards you. 
Allah is All Knowing, All Wise.  


(4:27)  And Allah indeed wants to turn graciously towards you; but those who 
follow their lusts would want you to drift far away from the right way.  


(4:28)  Allah wants to lighten your burdens, for man was created weak.  
(4:29)  Believers! Do not devour one another's possessions wrongfully; rather than 


that, let there be trading by mutual consent. You shall not kill yourselves. 
Surely Allah is ever Compassionate to you.  


(4:30)  And whoever does this by way of transgression and injustice him shall We 
surely cast into the Fire; that indeed is quite easy for Allah.  


(4:31)  But if you avoid the major sins, which you have been forbidden, We shall 
remit your (trivial) offences, and cause you to enter an honorable abode.  


(4:32)  Do not covet what Allah has conferred more abundantly on some of you 
than others. Men shall have a share according to what they have earned, and 
women shall have a share according to what they have earned. Do ask of 
Allah His bounty. Allah has full knowledge of everything.  


(4:33)  And to everyone We have appointed rightful heirs to what the parents and 
near of kin might leave behind. As to those with whom you have made a 
solemn covenant, give them their share. Allah watches over all things.  


(4:34)  Men are the protectors and maintainers of women because Allah has made 
one of them excel over the other, and because they spend out of their 
possessions (to support them). Thus righteous women are obedient and guard 
the rights of men in their absence under Allah's protection. As for women of 
whom you fear rebellion, admonish them, and remain apart from them in 
beds, and beat them. Then if they obey you, do not seek ways to harm them. 
Allah is Exalted, Great.  


(4:35)  If you fear a breach between the two, appoint an arbitrator from his people 
and an arbitrator from her people. If they both want to set things right, Allah 







will bring about reconciliation between them. Allah knows all, is well aware 
of everything.  


(4:36)  Serve Allah and ascribe no partner to Him. Do good, to your parents, to 
near of kin, to orphans, and to the needy, and to the neighbor who is of kin 
and to the neighbor who is a stranger, and to the companion by your side, 
and to the wayfarer, and to those whom your right hands possess. Allah does 
not love the arrogant and the boastful,  


(4:37)  Who are niggardly and bid others to be niggardly and conceal the bounty 
which Allah has bestowed upon them. We have kept in readiness a 
humiliating chastisement for such deniers (of Allah's bounty).  


(4:38)  Allah does not love those who spend out of their wealth to make a show of it 
to people when they believe neither in Allah nor in the Last Day. And he who 
has taken Satan for a companion has indeed taken for himself a very bad 
companion.  


(4:39)  What harm would have befallen them if they had believed in Allah and the 
Last Day, and spent on charity what Allah had bestowed upon them as 
sustenance? For Allah indeed has full knowledge of them.  


(4:40)  Indeed Allah wrongs none, not even as much as an atom's weight. Whenever 
a man does good, He multiplies it two-fold, and bestows out of His grace a 
mighty reward.

 Believers! When you go forth in the way of Allah, discern (between friend 
and foe), and do not say to him who offers you the greeting of peace: 'You 
are not a believer.' If you seek the good of this worldly life, there lies with 
Allah abundant gain. After all, you too were such before, and then Alla







(4:95)  Those believers, who sit at home, unless they do so out of a disabling injury, 
are not the equals of those who strive in the way of Allah with their 
possessions and their lives. Allah has exalted in rank those who strive with 
their possessions and their lives over those who sit at home; and though to 
each Allah has promised some good reward. He has preferred those who 
strive (in the way of Allah) over those, who sit at home for a mighty reward.  


(4:96)  For them are ranks, forgiveness, and favors from Him. Allah is All 
Forgiving, All Compassionate.  


(4:97)  While taking the souls of those who were engaged in wronging themselves, 
the angels asked: 'In what circumstances were you?' They replied: 'We were 
too weak and helpless in the land.' The angels said: 'Was not the earth of 
Allah wide enough for you to emigrate in it?' For such men their refuge is 
Hell - an evil destination indeed;  


(4:98)  Except the men, women, and children who were indeed too feeble to be able 
to seek the means of escape and did not know where to go.  


(4:99)  Maybe Allah shall pardon these, for Allah is All-Pardoning, All-Forgiving.  
(4:100)  He who emigrates in the way of Allah will find in the earth enough room for 


refuge and plentiful resources. And he who goes forth from his house as a 
migrant in the enger, and whom death over take
his reward becomes incumbent on Allah. Surely Allah is All Forgiving, A
Compassionate.  


way of Allah and His Mess s, 
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(4:101) When you go forth journeying in the land, there is no blame on you if you 
shorten the Prayer, (especially) if you fear that the unbelievers might cause 
you harm. Surely the unbelievers are your open enemies.  


(4:102)  (O Messenger!) If you are among the believers and rise (in the state of war) 
to lead the Prayer for them, let a party of them stand with you to worship, 
keeping their arms. When they have performed their prostration, let them go 
behind you, and let another party who have not prayed, pray with you, 
remaining on guard and keeping their arms, for the unbelievers love to see 
you heedless of your arms and your baggage so that they might swoop upon 
you in a surprise attack. But there shall be no blame upon you if you were to 







lay aside your arms if you are either troubled by rain or are sick; but remain 
on guard. Surely Allah has prepared a humiliating chastisement for the 
unbelievers.  


(4:103)  When you have finished the Prayer, remember Allah -standing, and sitting, 
and reclining. And when you become secure, perform the regular Prayer. 
The Prayer is enjoined upon the believers at stated times.  


(4:104)  Do not be faint of heart in pursuing these people: if you happen to suffer 
harm they too are suffering just as you are, while you may hope from Allah 
what they cannot hope for. Allah is All-Knowing, All- Wise.  


(4:105)  (O Messenger!) We have revealed to you this Book with the Truth so that 
you may judge between people in accordance with what Allah has shown 
you. So do not dispute on behalf of the dishonest,  


(4:106)  And seek forgiveness from Allah. Surely Allah is All Forgiving, All 
Compassionate.  


(4:107)  Do not plead for those who are dishonest to themselves; Allah does not love 
him who betrays trust and persists in sin.  


(4:108)  They can hide (their deeds) from men but they cannot hide (them) from 
Allah for He is with them even when they hold nightly counsels that are 
unpleasing to Allah. Allah encompasses all their doings.  


(4:109)  You pleaded on their behalf in this worldly life but who will plead with Allah 
on their behalf on the Day of Resurrection, or who will be their defender 
there?  


(4:110)  He who does either evil or wrongs himself, and then asks for the forgiveness 
of Allah, will find Allah All-Forgiving, All Compassionate.  


(4:111)  He who commits a sin, commits it only to his detriment. Surely Allah is All 
Knowing, All Wise.  


(4:112)  But he who commits either a fault or a sin, and then casts it upon an 
innocent person, lays upon himself the burden of a false charge and a 
flagrant sin.  


(4:113)  (O Messenger!) But for Allah's favor and mercy upon you, a party of them 
had resolved to mislead you, yet they only misled them selves, and could not 







have harmed you in any way. Allah revealed to you the Book and Wisdom, 
and He taught you what you knew not. Great indeed has been Allah's favor 
upon you.  


(4:114)  Most of their secret conferring are devoid of good, unless one secretly 
enjoins in charity, good deeds, and setting the affairs of men right. We shall 
grant who ever does that seeking to please Allah a great reward.  


(4:115)  As for him who sets himself against the Messenger and follows a path other 
than that of the believers even after true guidance had become clear to him, 
We will let him go to the way he has turned to, and We will cast him into Hell 
- an evil destination.  


(4:116)  Truly it is only associating others with Allah in His divinity that Allah does 
not forgive, and forgives anything besides that to whomsoever He wills. 
Whoever associates others with Allah in His divinity has indeed strayed far 
away.  


(4:117)  Rather than call upon Him, they call upon goddesses, and call upon a 
rebellious Satan  


(4:118)  Upon whom Allah has laid His curse. He said (to Allah): 'I will take to 
myself an appointed portion of Your servants  


(4:119)  And shall lead them astray, and shall engross them in vain desires, and I 
shall command them and they will cut off the ears of the cattle, and I shall 
command them and they will disfigure Allah's creation.' He who took Satan 
rather than Allah for his guardian has indeed suffered a manifest loss.  


(4:120)  Satan makes promises to them and fills them with vain hopes, but whatever 
he promises them is merely delusion.  


(4:121)  For these people, their abode shall be Hell and from there they shall find no 
way of escape.  


(4:122)  But those who believe and do good. We shall cause them to enter the 
Gardens beneath which rivers flow. Here they will abide forever. This is 
Allah's promise in truth and whose word is truer than Allah's?  


(4:123)  It is neither your fancies nor the fancies of the People of the Book, which 
matter. Whoever does evil shall reap its consequence and will find none to be 







his protector and helper against Allah.  
(4:124)  Whoever does good and believes whether he is male or female - such shall 


enter the Garden, and they shall not be wronged in the slightest.  
(4:125)  And whose way of life could be better than that of he who submits his whole 


being to Allah, does good, and follows exclusively the way of Abraham whom 
Allah took for a friend?  


(4:126)  Whatever is in the heavens and in the earth belongs to Allah; Allah en-
compasses everything.  


(4:127)  They ask you to pronounce laws concerning women, say: 'Allah pronounces 
to you concerning them, and reminds you of the injunctions which were 
recited to you in the Book about female orphans whom you do not give what 
has been ordained for them and whom you wish to marry (out of greed)', and 
the commandments relating to the children who are weak and helpless. Allah 
directs you to treat the orphans with justice. Allah is well aware of whatever 
good you do.  


(4:128)  If a woman fears either ill treatment or aversion from her husband it is not 
wrong for the husband and wife to bring about reconciliation among 
themselves (by compromising on their rights), for settlement is better. Man's 
soul is always prone to selfishness, but if you do good and are God-fearing, 
then surely Allah is aware of the things you do.  


(4:129)  You will not be able to treat your wives with absolute justice not even when 
you keenly desire to do so. (It suffices in order to follow the Law of Allah 
that) you incline not wholly to one, leaving the other in suspense. If you act 
rightly and remain God-fearing, surely Allah is All Forgiving, All 
Compassionate.  


(4:130)  But if the two separate, out of His plenty Allah will make each dispense with 
the other. Indeed Allah is All Bounteous, All Wise.  


(4:131)  All that is in the heavens and all that is in the earth belongs to Allah. We 
enjoined upon those who were given the Book before you, and also 
yourselves, to have fear of Allah. But if you disbelieve, then bear in mind that 
all that is in the heavens and all that is in the earth belongs to Allah. Allah is 







Self-Sufficient, Most Praiseworthy.  
(4:132)  And to Allah belongs all that is in the heavens and all that is in the earth; 


and Allah suffices for help and protection.  
(4:133)  If He wills, He has the full power to remove you, O mankind, and bring in 


others in your place.  
(4:134)  He who desires the reward of this world, let him know that with Allah is the 


reward of this world and also of the World to Come. Allah is All-Hearing, 
All-Seeing.  


(4:135)  Believers! Be upholders of justice, and bearers of witness to truth for the 
sake of Allah, even though it may either be against yourselves or against your 
parents and kinsmen, or the rich or the poor: for Allah is more concerned 
with their well-being than you are. Do not, then, follow your own desires lest 
you keep away from justice. If you twist or turn away from (the truth), know 
that Allah is well aware of all that you do.  


(4:136)  Believers! Believe in Allah and His Messenger and in the Book He has 
revealed to His Messenger, and in the Book He revealed before. And whoever 
disbelieves in Allah, in His angels, in His Books, in His Messengers and in the 
Last Day, has indeed strayed far away.  


(4:137)  Allah will neither forgive nor show the right way to those who believed, and 
then disbelieved, then believed, and again disbelieved, and thenceforth 
became ever more intense in their disbelief.  


(4:138)  Give tidings of painful chastisement to the hypocrites.  
(4:139)  who take the unbelievers for their allies in preference to the believers. Do 


they seek honor from them whereas honor altogether belongs to Allah alone?  
(4:140)  Allah has enjoined upon you in the-Book that when you hear the signs of 


Allah being rejected and scoffed at, you will not sit with them until they 
engage in some other talk, or else you will become like them. Know well, 
Allah will gather the hypocrites and the unbelievers in Hell - all together.  


(4:141)  These hypocrites watch you closely: if vict  Allah they
will say: 'Were we not with you?' And were the unbelievers to gain the up
hand, they will say: 'Did we not have mastery over you, and yet we protected 


ory is granted to you by  
per 







you from the believers?' It is Allah Who will judge between you on the Day 
of Resurrection, and He will not allow the unbelievers, in any way, to gain 
advantage over the believers.  


(4:142)  Behold, the hypocrites seek to deceive Allah, but it is they who are being 
deluded by Him. When they rise to Prayer, they rise reluctantly, and only to 
be seen by men. They remember Allah but little.  


(4:143)  They dangle between the one and the other (faith and disbelief), and belong 
neither to these nor to those completely. And he whom Allah lets go astray, 
for him you can find no way.  


(4:144)  Believers! Do not take the unbelievers as your allies in preference to the 
believers. Do you wish to offer Allah a clear proof of guilt against yourselves?  


(4:145)  Surely the hypocrites shall be in the lowest depth of the Fire and you shall 
find none to come to their help,  


(4:146)  Except those who re-pent and mend their ways and hold fast to Allah and 
make their faith exclusive to Allah. Those people shall be numbered with the 
believers and Allah will certainly bestow on the believers a great reward.  


(4:147)  Why should Allah deal chastisement to you if you are grateful to Him and 
believe? Allah is All Appreciative, All Knowing.  


(4:148)  Allah does not like speaking evil publicly unless one has been wronged. 
Allah is All-Hearing, All-Knowing.  


(4:149)  (Even though you have the right to speak evil if you are wronged), if you 
keep doing good -whether openly or secretly -or at least pardon the evil (then 
that is the attribute of Allah). Allah is All-Pardoning and He has all the 
power to chastise.  


(4:150)  There are those who disbelieve in Allah and His Messengers and seek to 
differentiate between Allah and His Messengers, and say: 'We believe in 
some and deny others, and seek to strike a way between the two.'  


(4:151)  It is they, indeed they, who are, beyond all doubt, unbelievers; and for the 
unbelievers We have prepared a humiliating chastisement.  


(4:152)  For those who believe in Allah and His Messengers, and do not differentiate 
between them, We shall certainly give them their reward. Allah is All 







Forgiving, All Compassionate  
(4:153)  The People of the Book now ask of you to have a Book come down on them 


from heaven; indeed they asked of Moses even greater things than this, for 
they said: 'Make us see Allah with our own eyes' - whereupon the 
thunderbolt suddenly smote them for their wickedness. Then they took to 
worshipping the calf after clear signs had come to them. Still, We forgave 
them, and conferred a manifest commandment upon Moses,  


(4:154)  And We raised the Mount high above them and took from them a covenant 
(to obey the commandment), and ordered them: 'Enter the gate in the state 
of prostration.' And We said to them: 'Do not violate the law of the Sabbath', 
and took from them a firm covenant.  


(4:155)  (They have incurred Allah's wrath) for their breaking the covenant, and 
their rejection of the signs of Allah, and for slaying Prophets without right, 
and for saying: 'Our hearts are wrapped up in covers' even though in fact 
Allah has sealed their hearts because of their unbelief, so that they scarcely 
believe  


(4:156)  And for their going so far in unbelief as uttering against Mary a mighty 
calumny,  


(4:157)  And their saying: 'We slew the Messiah, Jesus, son of Mary', the Messenger 
of Allah - whereas in fact they had neither slain him nor crucified him but 
the matter was made dubious to them - and those who differed about it too 
were in a state of doubt! They have no definite knowledge of it, but merely 
follow conjecture; and they surely slew him not,  


(4:158)  But Allah raised him to Himself. Allah is All Mighty, All Wise.  
(4:159)  There are none among the People of the Book but will believe in him before 


his death, and he will be a witness against them on the Day of Resurrection.  
(4:160)  Thus, We forbade them many clean things which had earlier been made 


lawful for them, for the wrong-doing of those who became Jews, for their 
barring many from the way of Allah,  


(4:161)  And for their taking interest which had been prohibited to them, and for 
their consuming the wealth of others wrongfully. And for the unbelievers 







among them We have prepared a painful chastisement.  
(4:162)  Those among them who are firmly rooted in knowledge and the believers, 


such do believe in what has been revealed to you and what was revealed 
before you. (Those who truly believe) establish the Prayer and pay Zakah, 
those who firmly believe in Allah and in the Last Day, to them We shall 
indeed pay a great reward.  


(4:163)  (O Muhammad!) We have revealed to you as We revealed to Noah and the 
Prophets after him, and We revealed to Abraham, Ishmael, Isaac, Jacob and 
the offspring of Jacob, and Jesus and Job, and Jonah, and Aaron and 
Solomon, and We gave to David Psalms.  


(4:164)  We revealed to the Messengers We have already told you of, and to the 
Messengers We have not told you of; and to Moses Allah spoke directly.  


(4:165)  These Messengers were sent as bearers of glad tidings and as warners so that 
after sending the Messengers people may have no plea against Allah. Allah is 
All Mighty, All Wise.  


(4:166)  (Whether people believe or not) Allah bears witness that whatever He has 
revealed to you, He has revealed with His knowledge, and the angels bear 
witness to it too, though the witness of Allah is sufficient.  


(4:167)  Those who denied this truth and barred others from the way of Allah have 
indeed strayed far.  


(4:168)  Likewise, Allah will neither forgive those who denied the truth and took to 
wrong doing nor will He show them any other way.  


(4:169)  Save that of Hell wherein they will abide. And that is easy for Allah.  
(4:170)  O men! Now that the Messenger has come to you bearing the Truth from 


your Lord, believe in him; it will be good for you. If you reject, know well 
that to Allah belongs all that is in the heavens and the earth. Allah is All 
Knowing, All Wise.  


(4:171)  People of the Book! Do not exceed the limits in your religion, and attribute 
to Allah nothing except the truth. The Messiah, Jesus, son of Mary, was only 
a Messenger of Allah, and His command that He conveyed unto Mary, and a 
spirit from Him (which led to Mary's conception). So believe in Allah and in 







His Messengers, and do not say: (Allah is a) trinity. Give up this assertion; it 
would be better for you. Allah is indeed just one God. Far be it from His 
glory that He should have a son. To Him belongs all that is in the heavens 
and in the earth. Allah is sufficient for a guardian.  


(4:172)  The Messiah neither did disdain to be a servant of Allah nor do the angels 
who are stationed near to Him; and whoever disdains to serve Him, and 
waxes arrogant, Allah will certainly muster them all to Him.  


(4:173)  He will grant those who have believed and done good deeds their rewards in 
full, and will give them more out of His bounty. He will bestow upon those 
who have been disdainful and arrogant a painful chastisement; and they will 
find for themselves neither a guardian nor a helper besides Allah.  


(4:174)  O men! A proof has come to you from your Lord, and We have sent down 
unto you a clear light.  


(4:175)  Allah will surely admit those who believe in Him and hold fast to Him to His 
mercy and bounty, and will guide them on to a straight way to Himself.  


(4:176)  People ask you to pronounce a ruling concerning inheritance from those who 
have left behind no lineal heirs (kalalah). Say: 'Allah pronounces for you the 
ruling: should a man die childless but have a sister, she shall have one half of 
what he has left behind; and should the sister die childless, his brother shall 
inherit her. And if the heirs are two sisters, they shall have two-thirds of 
what he has left behind. And if the heirs are sisters and brothers, then the 
male shall have the share of two females. Allah makes (His commandments) 
clear to you lest you go astray. Allah has full knowledge of everything.  
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In the name of God, Most Gracious, Most Merciful 
(5:1)  Believers! Honor your bonds! All grazing beasts of the flock are permitted to 


you except those, which are recited to you hereinafter, but you are not allowed 
to hunt in the state of Ihram (a state of pilgrim sanctity). Indeed Allah decrees 
as He wills.  


(5:2)  Believers! Neither desecrate the symbols of (devotion to) Allah, nor the holy 
month, nor the animals of offering, nor the animals wearing collars indicating 
they are for sacrifice, nor ill-treat those who have set out for the Holy House 
seeking from their Lord His bounty and good pleasure.  But once you are free 
from Pilgrimage obligations, you are free to hunt. Do not let your wrath 
against the people who have barred you from the Holy Mosque move you to 
commit undue transgressions; rather, help one another in acts of righteousness 
and piety, and do not help one another in sin and transgression. Fear Allah. 
Surely Allah is severe in retribution.  


(5:3) Forbidden to you are carrion, blood, the flesh of swine, the animal slaughtered 
in any name other than Allah's, the animal which has either been strangled, 
killed by blows, has died of a fall, by goring or that devoured by a beast of 
prey - unless it be that which you yourselves might have slaughtered while it 
was still alive - and that which was slaughtered at the altars. You are also 
forbidden to seek knowledge of your fate by divining arrows. All these are 
sinful acts. This day the unbelievers have fully despaired of your religion. Do 
not fear them; but fear Me. This day I have perfected for you your religion, 
and have bestowed upon you My bounty in full measure, and have been 
pleased to assign for you Islam as your religion. (Follow, then, the lawful and 
unlawful bounds enjoined upon you.) As for he who is driven by hunger, 
without being willfully inclined to sin, surely Allah is All Forgiving, All 
Compassionate.  


(5:4)  They ask you what has been made lawful to them. Say: 'All clean things have 
been made lawful to you, and such hunting animals as you teach, training 







them to hunt, teaching them the knowledge Allah has given you - you may eat 
what they catch for you - but invoke the name of Allah on it. Have fear of 
Allah (in violating His Law). Allah is swift in His reckoning.'  


(5:5)  This day all good things have been made lawful to you. The food of the People 
of the Book is permitted to you, and your food is permitted to them. And 
permitted to you are chaste women, be they either from among the believers or 
from among those who have received the Book before you, provided you 
become their protectors in wedlock after paying them their bridal-due, rather 
than go around committing fornication and taking them as secret-companions. 
The work of he who refuses to follow the way of faith will go waste, and he will 
be among the utter losers in the Hereafter.  


(5:6)  Believers! When you stand up for Prayer wash your faces and your hands up 
to the elbows, and wipe your heads, and wash your feet up to the ankles. And if 
you are in the state of ritual impurity, purify yourselves (by taking a bath). 
But if you are either ill, traveling, have satisfied a want of nature or have had 
contact with women and find no water then have recourse to clean earth and 
wipe your faces and your hands therewith. Allah does not want to lay any 
hardship upon you; rather He wants to purify you and complete His favors 
upon you so that you may give thanks.  


(5:7)  Remember Allah's favor upon you and His covenant, which He made with 
you when you said: 'We have heard and we obey.' So do fear Allah. Allah has 
full knowledge even of that which is hidden in the breasts of people.  


(5:8)  Believers! Be upright bearers of witness for Allah, and do not let the enmity of 
any people move you to deviate from justice. Act justly, that is nearer to God-
fearing. And fear Allah. Surely Allah is well aware of what you do.  


(5:9)  Allah has promised those who believe and do righteous deeds forgiveness 
from sins and a great reward.  


(5:10)  As for those who disbelieve and give the lie to Our signs, they are destined for 
the Blazing Flame.  


(5:11)  Believers! Remember Allah's favor upon you. When a certain people decided 
to stretch their hands against you, He restrained their hands from you. Do fear 







Allah. Men of faith should put their trust in Allah alone.  
(5:12) Surely Allah took a covenant with the Children of Israel, and We raised up 


from them twelve of their leaders, and Allah said: 'Behold, I am with you; if 
you establish Prayer and pay Zakah and believe in My Prophets and help 
them, and lend Allah a good loan, I will certainly efface from you your evil 
deeds, and will surely cause you to enter the Gardens beneath which rivers 
flow. Whosoever of you disbelieves thereafter has indeed gone astray from the 
right way.  


(5:13) Then, for their breach of the covenant We cast them away from Our mercy 
and caused their hearts to harden. (And now they are in such a state that) they 
pervert the words from their context and thus distort their meaning, and have 
forgotten a good portion of the teaching they were imparted, and regarding all 
except a few of them you continue to learn that they committed acts of 
treachery. Pardon them, then, and overlook their deeds. Surely Allah loves 
those who do good deeds.  


(5:14)  We also took a covenant from those who said: 'We are Christians'; but they 
forgot a good portion of the teaching they had been imparted with. Wherefore 
We aroused enmity and spite between them till the Day of Resurrection, and 
ultimately Allah will tell them what they had contrived.  


(5:15)  People of the Book! Now Our Messenger has come to you: he makes clear to 
you a good many things of the Book which you were wont to conceal, and also 
passes over many things. There has now come to you a light from Allah, and a 
clear Book.  


(5:16)  Through which Allah shows to all who seek to please Him the paths leading to 
safety. He brings them out, by His leave, from darkness to light and directs 
them on to the straight way.  


(5:17)  Indeed those who said: 'Christ, the son of Mary, he is indeed God', 
disbelieved. Say (O Muhammad!): 'Who could have overruled Allah had He so 
willed to destroy Christ, the son of Mary, and his mother, and all those who 
are on earth?' For to Allah belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth 
and all that is between them; He creates what He wills. Allah is All-Powerful.  







(5:18)  The Jews and the Christians say: 'We are Allah's children and His beloved 
ones.' Ask them: 'Why, then, does He chastise you for your sins?' You are the 
same as other men He has created. He forgives whom He wills and chastises 
whom He wills. And to Allah belongs the dominion of the heavens and the 
earth, and all that is between them. To Him is the eventual return.  


(5:19)  People of the Book! After a long interlude during which no Messengers have 
appeared there has come to you Our Messenger to elucidate the teaching of the 
true faith lest you say: 'No bearer of glad tidings and no warner has come to 
us.' For now there indeed has come to you a bearer of glad tidings and a 
warner, Allah is All Powerful.  


(5:20)  Remember when Moses said to his people: 'My people, remember Allah's 
favor upon you when He raised Prophets amongst you and appointed you 
rulers, and granted to you what He had not granted to anyone else in the 
world.  


(5:21)  My people! Enter the holy land which Allah has ordained for you; and do not 
turn back for then you will turn about losers. They answered: 'Moses, therein 
live a ferocious people: we will not enter unless they depart from it; but if they 
do depart from it then we will surely enter it.'  


(5:22)  Two from among these who were frightened but upon whom Allah had 
bestowed His favor said: 'Enter upon them through the gate - for if you do 
enter - you will be the victors. And put your trust in Allah if indeed you are 
men of faith.'  


(5:23)  Nevertheless they said: "O Moses! Never shall we enter it as long as they are 
there. Go forth, then, you and your Lord, and fight, both of you. As for us, we 
will sit here."  


(5:24)  Nevertheless they said: 'O Moses! Never shall we enter it as long as they are 
there. Go forth, then, you and your Lord, and fight, both of you. As for us, we 
will sit here.'  


(5:25)  Thereupon Moses said: 'My Lord! I have control over none but my own self 
and my brother; so distinguish between us and the transgressing people.'  


(5:26)  Allah said: 'This land will now be forbidden to them for forty years and they 







will remain wandering about on the earth. Do not grieve over the condition of 
these transgressing people.  


(5:27)  Narrate to them in all truth the story of the two sons of Adam. When they 
made an offering and it was accepted from one of them and was not accepted 
from the other, the latter said: 'I will surely kill you.' Thereupon the former 
said: 'Allah accepts offerings only from the God-fearing.  


(5:28)  Even if you stretch forth your hand against me to kill, I will not stretch forth 
my hand to kill you. Surely, I fear Allah, the Lord of the entire universe.  


(5:29)  I would desire that you be laden with my sin and with your sin, and thus 
become among the inmates of the Fire. That indeed is the right recompense of 
the wrong-doers.'  


(5:30)  At last his evil soul drove him to the murder of his brother, and he killed him, 
whereby he himself became one of the losers.  


(5:31)  Thereupon Allah sent forth a raven, who began to scratch the earth to show 
him how he might cover the corpse of his brother. So seeing he cried: 'Woe 
unto me! Was I unable even to be like this raven and find a way to cover the 
corpse of my brother? Then he became full of remorse at his doing.  


(5:32)  Therefore We ordained for the Children of Israel that he who slays a soul 
unless it be (in punishment) for murder or for spreading mischief on earth, 
shall be as if he had slain all mankind; and he who saves a life shall be as if he 
had given life to all mankind. And indeed again and again did Our Messengers 
come to them with clear directives; yet many of them continued to commit 
excesses on earth.  


(5:33)  Those who wage war against Allah and His Messenger, and go about the earth 
spreading mischief -indeed their recompense is that they either be done to 
death, or be crucified, or have their hands and feet cut off from the opposite 
sides or be banished from the land. Such shall be their degradation in this 
world; and a mighty chastisement lies in store for them in the World to Come  


(5:34)  Except for those who repent before you have overpowered them. Know well 
that Allah is All Forgiving, All Compassionate.  


(5:35)  Believers! Fear Allah and seek the means to come near to Him, and strive 







hard in His way; maybe you will attain true success.  
(5:36)  For those who disbelieved - even if they had all that is in the earth, and the 


like of it with it, and offered it all as ransom from chastisement on the Day of 
Resurrection, it will not be accepted of them - a painful chastisement lies in 
store for them.  


(5:37)  They will wish to come out of the Fire, but they will not. Theirs will be a long-
lasting chastisement.  


(5:38)  As for the thief -male or female - cut off the hands of both. This is a 
recompense for what they have done, and an exemplary punishment from 
Allah. Allah is All Mighty, All Wise.  


(5:39)  But he who repents after he has committed wrong, and makes amends, Allah 
will graciously turn to him. Truly Allah is All Forgiving, All Compassionate.  


(5:40)  Do you not know that to Allah belongs the dominion of the heavens and the 
earth? He chastises whom He wills and forgives whom He wills. Allah is All-
Powerful.  


(5:41)  O Messenger! Do not be grieved on account of those who vie with one another 
in disbelieving: even though they be those who say with their mouths: 'We 
believe' even though their hearts have no faith; or they be Jews who have their 
ears eagerly turned to falsehood and spy for other people who did not chance 
to come to you, who pervert the words of Allah, taking them out of their 
proper context in order to distort their meaning. They say to people: 'If such 
and such teaching is given to you, accept it; if you are not given that, then 
beware! You can be of no avail to him whom Allah wills to fall into error. 
Those are the ones whose hearts Allah does not want to purify. For them there 
is degradation in this world and a mighty chastisement in the Next.  


(5:42)  They are listeners of falsehood and greedy devourers of unlawful 
ou may either judge between them or turn away from them. 


And were you to turn away from them they shall not be able to harm you; and 
were you to judge between them judge with justice. Surely Allah loves the j


earnings. If 
they come to y


ust.  
(5:43)  Yet how will they appoint you a judge when they have the Torah with them, 


wherein there is Allah's judgment - and still they turn away from it? The fact 







is, they are not believers.  
(5:44)  Surely We revealed the Torah, wherein there is guidance and light. Thereby 


did Prophets - who had submitted themselves (to Allah) - judge for the 
Judaized folk; and so did the scholars and jurists. They judged by the Book of 
Allah for they had been entrusted to keep it, and bear witness to it. So (O 
Jews!) do not fear men but fear Me, and do not barter away My signs for a 
trivial gain. Those who do not judge by what Allah has revealed are indeed the 
unbelievers.   


(5:45)  And therein We had ordained for them: 'A life for a life, and an eye for an 
eye, and a nose for a nose, and an ear for an ear, and a tooth for a tooth, and 
for all wounds, like for like. But whosoever forgoes it by way of charity, it will 
be for him an expiation. Those who do not judge by what Allah has revealed 
are indeed the wrong doers.  


(5:46)  And We sent Jesus, the son of Mary, after those Prophets, confirming the 
truth of whatever there still remained of the Torah. And We gave him the 
Gospel, wherein is guidance and light, and which confirms the truth of 
whatever there still remained of the Torah, and a guidance and admonition for 
the God-fearing.  


(5:47)  Let the followers of the Gospel judge by what Allah has revealed therein, and 
those who do not judge by what Allah has revealed are the transgressors.  


(5:48)  Then We revealed the Book to you (O Muhammad!) with Truth, confirming 
whatever of the Book was revealed before, and protecting and guarding over 
it. Judge, then, in the affairs of men in accordance with the Law that Allah has 
revealed, and do not follow their desires in disregard of the Truth which has 
come to you. For each of you We have appointed a Law and a way of life. And 
had Allah so willed, He would surely have made you one single community; 
instead, (He gave each of you a Law and a way of life) in order to test you by 
what He gave you. Vie, then, one with another in good works. Unto Allah is the 
return of all of you; and He will then make you understand the truth 
concerning the matters on which you disagreed.  


(5:49)  Therefore, judge between them (O Muhammad!) by what Allah has revealed 







and do not follow their desires, and beware lest they tempt you away from 
anything of what Allah has revealed to you. And if they turn away, then know 
well that Allah has indeed decided to afflict them for some of their sins. For 
surely many of them are transgressors.  


(5:50)  (If they turn away from the Law of Allah) do they desire judgment according 
to the Law of Ignorance? But for those who have certainty of belief whose 
judgment can be better than Allah's?  


(5:51)  Believers! Do not take the Jews and the Christians for your allies. They are 
the allies of each other. And among you he who takes them for allies, shall be 
regarded as one of them. Allah does not guide the wrong doers.  


(5:52)  Indeed you see those afflicted with the disease of hypocrisy race towards 
them, saying: 'We fear lest some misfortune overtakes us. And it may happen 
that Allah will either bring you a decisive victory or bring about something 
else from Himself? And then they will feel remorseful at their hypocrisy which 
they have kept concealed in their breasts -  


(5:53)  While those who believe will exclaim: 'Are these the self-same people who 
solemnly swore by Allah that they were with you?' All their acts have gone to 
waste and now they are the losers.  


(5:54)  Believers! If any of you should ever turn away from your faith, remember 
that Allah will raise up a people whom He loves, and who love Him; a people 
humble towards the believers, and firm towards the unbelievers; who will 
strive hard in the way of Allah and will not fear the reproach of the 
reproacher. This is the favor of Allah, which He grants to whom He wills. 
Allah is vast in resources, All-Knowing.  


(5:55)  Only Allah, His Messenger, and those who believe and who establish Prayer, 
pay Zakah, and bow (before Allah) are your allies.  


(5:56)  All those who take Allah and His Messenger and tho
allies should remember that the party of Allah will be triumph


se who believe as their 
ant.  


(5:57)  Believers! Do not take for your allies those who make a mockery and sport of 
your faith, be they those given the Book before you or other unbelievers. Fear 
Allah if you indeed believe.  







(5:58)  And when you call for Prayer, they take it for a mockery and sport. That is 
because they are a people who do not understand.  


(5:59)  Say to them: 'People of the Book! Do you hate us for anything else except that 
we believe in Allah, and in the teaching, which has been revealed to us and in 
the teaching, which was revealed before? Indeed most of you are 
transgressors.'  


(5:60)  Then say to them: 'Shall I tell you about those whose retribution with Allah is 
even worse? They are the ones whom Allah has cursed, and who incurred His 
wrath and some of whom were changed into apes and swine, and who served 
the false deities. Such have an even worse rank and have strayed farther away 
from the right path.  


(5:61)  Whenever they come to you they say: 'We believe,' whereas, in fact, they come 
disbelieving, and go away disbelieving, and Allah knows all that they hide.  


(5:62)  You will see many of them hastening towards sin and transgression and 
devouring unlawful earnings. Indeed what they do is evil.  


(5:63)  Why is it that their scholars and jurists do not forbid them from sinful 
utterances and devouring unlawful earnings? Indeed they have been 
contriving evil.  


(5:64)  The Jews say: 'The Hand of Allah is fettered. It is their own hands, which are 
fettered, and they stand cursed for the evil they have uttered. No! His Hands 
are outspread; He spends as He wills. Surely the message that has been 
revealed to you from your Lord has increased many of them in their 
insurgence and unbelief, and so We have cast enmity and spite among them 
until the Day of Resurrection. And as often as they kindle the fire of war, Allah 
extinguishes it; and they go about trying to spread mischief on earth, whereas 
Allah does not love those who spread mischief.  


(5:65)  Had the People of the Book only believed and been God-fearing, We should 
surely have effaced from them their evil deeds, and caused them to enter 
Gardens of Bliss.  


(5:66)  Had the People of the Book observed the Torah and the Gospel, and all that 
had been revealed to them from their Lord, sustenance would have been 







showered over them from above and risen from beneath their feet. Some 
among them certainly keep to the right path; but many of them do things 
which are evil.  


(5:67)  O Messenger! Deliver what has been revealed to you from your Lord, for if 
you fail to do that, you have not fulfilled the task of His messengership. Allah 
will certainly protect you from the evil of men. Surely Allah will not guide the 
unbelievers (to succeed against you).  


(5:68)  Say to them: 'People of the Book! You have no solid ground to stand on unless 
you establish the Torah and the Gospel and all that had been revealed to you 
from your Lord. Indeed the message revealed to you from your Lord will 
aggravate insurgence and unbelief in many of them. So do not grieve for those 
who disbelieve.  


(5:69)  (Know well, none has an exclusive claim to the Truth.) For all those who 
believe in Allah and in the Last Day and do good deeds - be they either, 
believers, Jews, Sabaeans or Christians - neither fear shall fall upon them, nor 
shall they have any reason to grieve.  


(5:70)  And We took a covenant from the Children of Israel and sent to them many 
Messengers. But whenever any Messenger brought to them something that did 
not suit their desires, they gave the lie to some of them and killed the others,  


(5:71)  Thinking that no harm would come from it. Thus they became blind and deaf 
(to the Truth). Thereafter Allah turned towards them in gracious forgiveness; 
but many of them became even more deaf and blind (to the Truth). Allah sees 
all that they do.  


(5:72)  And surely they disbelieved when they said: 'Christ, the son of Mary, is 
indeed God'; whereas Christ had said: 'Children of Israel! Serve Allah, Who is 
your Lord and my Lord.' Allah has forbidden Paradise to those who associate 
anything with Him in His divinity and their refuge shall be the Fire. No one 
will be able to help such wrong doers.  


(5:73)  Those who said: 'Allah is one of the Three', certainly they disbelieved, for 
there is no god save the One God. And if they do not give up this claim, all who 
have disbelieved among them shall be subjected to painful chastisement.  







(5:74)  Will they not, then, turn to Allah in repentance, and ask for His forgiveness? 
Allah is All Forgiving, All Compassionate.  


(5:75)  The Messiah, son of Mary, was no more than a Messenger before whom many 
Messengers have passed away; and his mother adhered wholly to truthfulness, 
and they both ate food (as other mortals do). See how We make Our signs 
clear to them; and see where they are turning away!  


(5:76)  Say: 'Do you serve, beside Allah, that which has no power either to harm or 
benefit you, whereas Allah alone is All-Hearing, All-Knowing?'  


(5:77)  Say: 'People of the Book! Do not go beyond bounds in your religion at the cost 
of truth, and do not follow the caprices of the people who fell into error before, 
and caused others to go astray, and strayed far away from the right path.  


(5:78)  Those of the Children of Israel, who took to unbelief have been cursed by the 
tongue of David and Jesus, son of Mary, for they rebelled and exceeded the 
bounds of right.  


(5:79)  They did not forbid each other from committing the abominable deeds they 
committed. Indeed what they did was evil.  


(5:80)  And now you can see many of them taking the unbelievers (instead of the 
believers) for their allies. Indeed they have prepared evil for themselves. Allah 
is angry with them, and they shall abide in chastisement.  


(5:81)  For had they truly believed in Allah and the Messenger and what was sent 
down to him, they would not have taken unbelievers (instead of believers) for 
their allies. But many of them have rebelled against Allah altogether.  


(5:82)  Of all men you will find the Jews and those who associate others with Allah in 
His divinity to be the most hostile to those who believe; and you will surely find 
that of ail people they who say: 'We are Christians', are closest to feeling 
affection for those who believe. This is because there are worshipful priests 
and monks among them, and because they are not arrogant.  


(5:83)  And when they hear what has been revealed to the Messenger you see that 
their eyes overflow with tears because of the Truth that they recognize and 
they say: 'Our Lord! We do believe; write us down, therefore, with those who 
bear witness (to the Truth).  







(5:84)  And why should we not believe in Allah and the Truth which has come down 
to us when we do fervently desire that our Lord include us among the 
righteous?'  


(5:85)  So Allah rewarded them for these words with Gardens beneath which rivers 
flow so that they would abide there forever. Such is the reward of the people 
who do good.  


(5:86)  Those who disbelieved and gave the lie to Our signs are rightfully the inmates 
of the Blazing Flame.  


(5:87)  Believers! Do not hold as unlawful the good things which Allah has made 
lawful to you, and do not exceed the bounds of right. Allah does not love those 
who transgress the bounds of right.  


(5:88)  And partake of the lawful, good things, which Allah has provided you as 
sustenance, and refrain from disobeying Allah in Whom you believe.  


(5:89)  Allah does not take you to task for the oaths you utter vainly, but He will 
certainly take you to task for the oaths you have sworn in earnest. The 
expiation (for breaking such oaths) is either, to feed ten needy persons with 
more or less the same food as you are wont to give to your families, or to clothe 
them, or to set free from bondage the neck of one man; and he who does not 
find the means shall fast for three days. This shall be the expiation for your 
oaths whenever you have sworn (and broken them.) But do keep your oaths. 
Thus does Allah make clear to you His commandments; maybe you will be 
grateful.  


(5:90)  Believers! Intoxicants, games of chance, idolatrous sacrifices at altars, and 
divining arrows are all abominations, the handiwork of Satan. So turn wholly 
away from it that you may attain to true success.  


(5:91)  By intoxicants and games of chance Satan only desires to create enmity and 
hatred between you, and to turn you away from the remembrance of Allah 
and from Prayer. Will you, then, desist?  


(5:92)  Obey Allah and obey the Messenger, and beware. But if you turn away, then 
know well that Our Messenger had merely to deliver the message clearly.  


(5:93)  There will be no blame on those who believe and do righteous deeds for 







whatever they might have partaken (in the past) as long as they refrain from 
things prohibited, and persist in their belief and do righteous deeds, and 
continue to refrain from whatever is forbidden and submit to divine 
commandments, and persevere in doing good, fearing Allah. Allah loves those 
who do good.  


(5:94)  Believers! Allah will surely try you with a game, which will be within the 
range of your hands and lances so that He might mark out those who fear 
Him, even though He is beyond the reach of human perception. A painful 
chastisement awaits whosoever transgresses after that the bounds set by Allah.  


(5:95)  Believers! Do not kill game while you are in the state of pilgrim sanctity. 
Whoever of you kills it willfully there shall be a recompense, the like of what 
he has killed in cattle - as shall be judged by two men of equity among you - to 
be brought to the Ka'bah as an offering, or as an expiation the feeding of the 
needy, or its equivalent in fasting in order that he may taste the grievousness 
of his deed. Allah has pardoned whatever has passed; but Allah will exact a 
penalty from him who repeats it. Allah is All Mighty. He is fully capable of 
exacting penalties.  


(5:96)  The game of the water and eating thereof are permitted to you as a provision 
for you (who are settled) and for those on a journey; but to hunt on land while 
you are in the state of Pilgrim sanctity is forbidden for you. Beware, then, of 
disobeying Allah to Whom you shall all be mustered.  


(5:97)  Allah has appointed the Ka'bah, the Sacred House, as a means of support for 
(the collective life of) men, and has caused the holy month (of Pilgrimage), and 
the animals of sacrificial offering and their distinguishing collars to assist 
therein. This is so that you may know that Allah is aware of all that is in the 
heavens and all that is in the earth; and that Allah has knowledge of 
everything.  


(5:98)  Know well that Allah is severe in retributi
Forgiving, All Co


on, and that Allah is also All 
mpassionate.  


(5:99)  The Messenger is bound only to deliver the message, where after Allah knows 
well all that you disclose and all that you conceal.  







(5:100)  (O Messenger!) Say to them: "The bad things and the good things are not 
equal, even though the abundance of the bad things might make you pleased 
with them. Men of understanding, beware of disobeying Allah; then maybe 
you will attain true success.'  


(5:101)  Believers! Do not ask of the things which, if made manifest to you, would vex 
you; for, if you should ask about them while the Qur'an is being revealed, they 
will be made manifest to you. Allah has pardoned whatever happened in the 
past. He is All-Forgiving, All-Forbearing.  


(5:102)  Indeed some people before you had asked such questions and in consequence 
fell into unbelief.  


(5:103)  Allah has neither appointed (cattle devoted to idols such as) Bahirah, Sa'ibah, 
Wasilah nor Ham; but those who disbelieve forge lies against Allah and of 
them most have no understanding (and therefore succumb to such 
superstitions).  


(5:104)  When they are asked: 'Come to what Allah has revealed, and come to the 
Messenger', they reply: 'The way of our forefathers suffices us.' (Will they 
continue to follow their forefathers) even though their forefathers might have 
known nothing, and might have been on the wrong way?  


(5:105)  Believers! Take heed of your own selves. If you are rightly guided, the error of 
he who strays will not harm you. To Allah will all of you return; then He will 
let all of you know what you did.  


(5:106)  Believers! When death approaches you, let two men of equity among you act 
as witnesses when you make your bequest; or let two of those from others than 
yourselves act as witnesses if you are on a journey when the affliction of death 
befalls you. Then if any doubt occurs you shall detain both of them (in the 
mosque) after the Prayer, and they shall swear by Allah: 'We shall neither sell 
our testimony in return for any gain even though it concerns any near of kin 
nor shall we conceal our testimony which we owe to Allah, for then we should 
become among sinners.'  


(5:107)  Then if it is discovered later that the two are guilty of such sin, then two 
others shall stand in their place from among those against whom the two had 







sinfully deposed, and swear by Allah: 'Our testimony is truer than the 
testimony of the other two, and we have not transgressed in our statement; for 
then indeed we would become wrong-doers.'  


(5:108)  Thus it is more likely that they will either bear the right testimony or else they 
will at least fear that their oaths may be rebutted by other oaths. Have fear of 
Allah and pay heed. Allah does not direct the disobedient to the right way.  


(5:109)  The Day when Allah will gather together the Messengers and say: 'What 
answer were you given?' They will reply: 'We have no real knowledge of it. 
You alone fully know all that lies beyond the reach of human perception.  


(5:110)  Imagine, then, when Allah will say: 'Jesus, son of Mary, recall My favor upon 
you and your mother, and when I strengthened you with the spirit of holiness 
so that you talked to men in the cradle and also when you became of age; and 
when I taught you the Book and Wisdom, and the Torah and the Gospel; and 
when, by My leave, you fashioned from clay the likeness of a bird and you 
breathed into it, and by My leave it became a bird; you healed, by My leave, 
the blind from birth and the leprous; and when, by My leave, you caused the 
dead to come to life. And recall when I restrained the Israelites from you when 
you came to them with clear proofs whereupon those of them who disbelieved 
said: "This is nothing but clear magic."  


(5:111)  And recall when I revealed to the disciples to believe in Me and in My 
Messenger, they said: "We do believe, and we bear witness that we indeed are 
the ones who submit to Allah"  


(5:112)  Also recall when the disciples asked Jesus, son of Mary: 'Jesus, son of Mary, 
has your Lord the power to send down to us a repast from the heaven?' There- 
upon Jesus said: 'Fear Allah if you do indeed have faith.'  


(5:113)  They said: 'We desire to partake of it that our hearts be satisfied and we know 
that you did speak the truth to us, and that we are its witnesses.'  


(5:114)  Jesus, son of Mary, then prayed: 'O Allah, our Lord, send down to us a repast 
from the heavens that shall be a festival for the first of us and for the last of us, 
and a sign from You. And provide us with sustenance, for You are the best 
Provider of sustenance.'  







(5:115)  Allah said: 'I shall indeed send it down to you; then, I shall afflict whoever 
among you who disbelieves with a chastisement wherewith I will afflict none in 
the worlds.'  


(5:116)  And imagine when thereafter Allah will say: 'Jesus, son of Mary, did you say 
to people: "Take me and my mother for gods beside Allah?" and he will 
answer: "Glory to You! It was not for me to say what I had no right to. Had I 
said so, You would surely have known it. You know all what is within my mind 
whereas I do not know what is within Yours. You, indeed You, know fully all 
that is beyond the reach of human perception.  


(5:117)  I said to them nothing except what You commanded me, that is: 'Serve Allah, 
my Lord and your Lord.' I watched over them as long as I remained among 
them; and when You did recall me, then You Yourself became the Watcher 
over them. Indeed, You are Witness over everything.  


(5:118)  If You chastise them, they are Your servants; and if You forgive them, You 
are the All-Mighty, the All-Wise."'  


(5:119)  Thereupon Allah will say: 'This day truthfulness shall profit the truthful. For 
them are Gardens beneath which rivers flow. There they will abide forever. 
Allah is well pleased with them, and they well pleased with Allah. That indeed 
is the mighty triumph.'  


(5:120)  To Allah belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth and all that is in 
them and He ha
